Bad weather dur
ing the construction of asphaltine
streets is said to have no effect op
their durability. Some forty streets
have thus far been paved with this
new material in London. In spite of the
very heavy traffic on these streets they
do not show the leasgt wear. The pav
ing also looks well, presenting the ap
pearance of mosaic marble.
