TO MEMBERS OF ASSEMBLY.

The following Railways will carry Members of
Assembly at the rate of ONE AND A THIRD FARE for
the double journey, viz.: Grand Trunk; Great West-
ern; Canada Southern; Midland Railway; Hamilton
and North Western; Toronto and Nipissing; St.
