THE removal of the portraits from the
walls of Osgoode Hall to allow the cleans-
ing and renewal of the building reminds
us that the series of portraits is still in-
complete, in that there are noné of
some of our first chief justices, Osgoode,
Powell, Scott, and Campbell.

WE call attention to the letter of a
valued correspondent, to be found in an-
other place, in reference to some amend-
ments of the law, suggested by another
correspondent in a recent issue.
