FIFTY YEARS IN FROZEN LABRA-
‘\. DOR.

Fifty yoars of nmisslonary labors,
travely and privations among the fuw.
o6t and most degraded Indian tribes
of tho North American continent, in
the far frozen north of Labrador, havo
Just boen completod by the Rev. Fa.
ther Arnnud, ol the Oblate Order,
whoae fublice 1s-about to bo velobratod
with much solomaity, The wonderful
career of the venerable misslouary la
intlmatoly connested with some of tho
most gonyational experlences of the
Montaguais and Nancapee Indians dur.
ing the lawt hall contury, Ho knows
mare of the interlor of Lubrador and
s travelled more of it than any other
oxplorer. Saarcely au Indlan rowms
this fnhospitable terrltory that he
doos not know by name. He haa lived
and Journoyed with them and shared
thelr privations, which to him ware
all the more paintal, for his youth was
spent in pletny and comfort.

Born in France lu 1827, Father Ar.
nhud wes ordnined priast at Ottawa
in 1849, and immedlately afterward
wuni sent by lis superlors to accom-
pany & party of Indlans on thelr
Journey mcross the Labrador Penin.
suhn of Hudson! Bay, It was a painful
Journey to the young Frenchman, for
the Indlan deas ol cleaniluces and of
cookery aro vory different from thoso

fregquently revolted nt the food that
wuk set before him, He has celdom hoen
heard to camplain of hig lot, but the
Jesuit Father Crepleul has graphl.
cnlly deecribed the lite of o Montag:
nnis mieslonnry as a prolonged inar-
tyrdom, nnd n continual practice of
pntlence and mortileation. (n winter
‘the misaionnry lves In an Indlan hut
formed of sticks covered with sklus
nud boughs of trees and banked around
with snow. He lies upon the frozen
ground with lils clothes on, tho hut
being usuafly full of swoke, and if ko
persplred by day ho I8 almost frozen
av night. Ho eats from a dlsh »el-
dom or nover wushed and licked Ly
the doga thiv share his bed. Sowetimes
he 18 forced to go without food.

Fathor Arnaud has experienced all
theee #nd even greater inlserles,
Alter his return from Budeon Bay lo
1840 lle wup sent to labor among the
Indibne of Labrador from tho Sague.
nay to the Atlantic Occan, He lias
ctirried ot hle wonderjul work to the
prosent time, and will probably con
“tlaue It untfl the end of his iifo. No-
thiug can exceed his affectlonato re.
gard for his Indian Flock, many mem.
bers of whlch he has converied from
thganien. .

Fathor Arnaud's doscription of the
wotferiugs of bls “poor sheep,” ns he
calls the Indlan members of hix
tlock, otten resemble somo horrible fic.
