Kanvanca.—Nenr the city of Brantford is an cxtensive
Indian Reservation on which live the descendants of the Siy
Nation lndians Among them for many yeurs has been
carried on o goad Church work, Since his ordination tn 1829,
Ven* Archdeacon Nelles has labored amoung them as o wis-
sionary of the New Eugland Sueiety, assisted by other clergy-
men and school teachers, some of whom are Indiaus. Under
the direction of Mr. Nelles, the Book of Common Prayer in
English and Mohawk, was published in 1842, and was printed
at Haumilton, Canada West, It is the only Canaulian edition
of the Prayer Book that has yet been published, Though ad-
vauced in years the Archdeacon still continues his work arong
the Indinus by whom le is grently beluved, and he is also
held in high esteem in the city of PBranttord, of which Le is
one of the oldest resideuts The missionary of St. Paul's
Chureh. Knanyengo, is Rev. C. D). Martin. The Church wus
well tilled witie an Indian congregation un tue afternoon of
Tuesday, the 15th inst, on the occasion of the annual wissing-
ary meeting. The singing of a hywn in the Mobawk lan-
gunge by the Indians, was inest plaintive and touching,
Short nussionary addresses were made by lleverends Messvs,
Mackenzie, Rydley, Brown, Campbell, and by Mr. Aston,
the Reserve Superintendent. 'The Indizns llstened most
sttentively to the addresses, and showed their interest in
missionary operations by contributing ten dollars in the col-
lection, The visiting clergyman were moxt hospitably enter-
tained by Rev. C. D. aud Mrs Martin at the Farsonage.
The Church is o very prettyUothic edifice built at the expense
of the New England Company.

HesprLer —In Hespeler, where Chureh life had been lang
regarded as extinet a happy revival of itis now, thank Gon.
going on. Last sninuer the rector of Gal, established a
Sunday afternoon service in the village, aud so far the result
hae been very promising indeed. The attendance is large amd
steady, the worship most hearty, and theve are other grateful
evideuces of true Christian zeal. On Chiistums llay tic

of logic upon thé matter, nut a single w gument advanced by
nim ad been refuted.

2. Christ went to Paradise with the penitent thicef ; there-
fore that plice is not heaven. for the Lovd did not ascend to
seaven till forty duys after the resurrection.  See St. Joln.
xx.; Acts, 1,

3. David did not go to heaven when he died, for 1.040
years atter bis death Veter said in Jeruralem that David had
tot ascentled to heaven.  Acts, i, 8 and 4.

4. Thestate of the dead Letween death and judynient re-
fer ed to continually iu scripture, especinlly iy the Epistles,
13 nut ealled heaven,  This cannot be disproved. '

§- As tar as the Bible record goes, two only of our race,
other than Christ, have yet ascended to henven viz, Enoch
and LKlijah, though Paul and Jobn had visious theyeof.

Until these Bable facts nre refuled we must cither believe
in Paradise as a state ol rest for the soul between death o
judgment as distingusshed frow heaven, or deny the authority
of the Bible.

A. M. was thee sung, and afterwards the
Rev. Mr. Emery delivered address, chiefly consisting of
statisiics showing the growth of the Church in the Diocese
during the last twenly years. The co lection, which

The Rector,
Rev. Rural Dean Allen is assisted by the Rev. J.W. Foster
as Curate, and Las regular services in four churches, The
tnta} receipts for all church purposes for the year ending
suth April last, exclusive of the endowment, amounted to
$180n, of this sum nearly $350 were subscribed for Missions
and the Widew's and Orphans’ Fund-—this being the largest
sum ever sent fiom the parish i one year. The balance
was expended on Jocal improvements, purchase of organs
and the curate’s stipend.
