Fugene Kelly of New York, two; and
Mr. Patrick O'Brien of New Orleaos,
thiree, The reeeipts for the last schol-
astiv vear alone, from collectlons, en-
dowments and other sourves, were
within ¢ few dollars of $134,000. The
trast fumls last September amounted to
nearly a miliion dollars, and the pro-
perties were  valued at a little more
than one million, making the total re-
sources «f  the university collected
within ten vears very near 32,000,000,

Ko muek is necessary to a better un-
derstanding of the coming various or-
lers to establish themselves as affiliat-
el inktitutions of the university and to
seeure the benefits of certain features
of jts iostruction, The [first to come
wae a group of theCongregation of St
Taul the Apostle, the order being Ybet-
ter known Ly the name of the Paulist
Futhers. This Is distinctively an Am-
erican order, having been founded by
Futher Hecker, seconded by Father He-

witt., both converts to the Catholic
faitu, and both having been members
of the always famous Brook Farm

Community  along with Hawthorne,
I, Greelev, ftipley, and others of
that extraordinary group of Transcen-
dentalists, [lere in the old/jresidence of
the Middletons, a family_aluase hilstory
ix intermingled with the whole history
of this region.

The fathers have made
several additoons to the manor house,
but in perfect keeping with the former
architecture, with picturesque angles,
gables and dormer windows.

Anotber order, the Mnarists, says the
writer, have fixed tleir residence in the
oldl Brooks mansion, in Brookland, a
suburh of Washington adjacent to the
university, and {rom the original own-
etk of which the village takes its name,
Mere they Dhave fixed their residence,
adding a spacious annex to the old
mansion. The spot is a lovely one for
tie contemplative Marists. The Marist
Cullere is under the contrel of the

with its lovely grounds, the Marists
have purchased ten acres in the vicinity
of the university, upon which.they will
trect additional buildings.

Forty acres -of
land eurrounding the monastery have
been plrchased, many grapevines have
been plunted, and here also the monks
will produce much of the vegetable diet
for thelr table. This monastery will
comprise the Commissariat and College
of the Holy Laud, and its purpose is to
educate ite puplle {ur the Holy Land
under the direction of the Friars Minar
ol 8t. Francla, There will probably be
from tifty to sixty monks cunstantly in
the Institution ae instructors and stu-
dents from all parts of the world. The
monastery will be the headquarters for
the order in America. The students,
however, like those of the other instl-
tutions mentioned, will take certaln of
the courses of the university, and may
become candidates for the university de-

grees,
The monastery has B0 counterpart
in America. It is g wonderful struc-

ture of hundreds of rooms gbove and
below the gruund surface, n veritable
labyrinth suggestive of all surts of my-
steries, but really embodying no mys-
tery whatever. Below the surface will
be exact reproductiony of the Huly Se-
pulchre, the place of the birth of
Christ, the mouwst of the Crucifixion,
the catacomby, the Nazareth Home of
the Holy Family, and other places sac-
red to all bellevers in ary form of the
Christian rediigrion. There s glso, e
ueath  these solemn plaves, the Chapel
of the Dead, where burial services will
te held. Interment will not Le in the
catacombs, however, as these are but
part of the genernl nlau of reproduc-
tion of features coincident with early
lile of the Christirus,

With the establishment of these instl-
tutionm others in the near future are
sure to come. Arrangenents are now
being mude for the transfer to this
place of institutiony connected with
one or other of these orders, and which
are situsted elsewhere. It Is probable
that something or all of the great Je-
suit  institution  at Woeodstock, Md.
will be removed to the jurisdiection of
the Georgetown University, at which
latter college 80 muny of the eminent
men of the country, especially in - the
palmy duays of the south, were educut-
ed.
