The Committee referred to in Article 9 hereof shahl be composed of not

ore than twenty members comprising not more then eight honorary members

*whom four shall represent Belgium and the others the Commonwealth
luntries, and not more than twelve officiai members, of whom six shall

ýpresent Belgium and the others the Commonwealth countries.

The Belgian members shaîl be appointed by the Commission on the

ýcommendation of the Beigian Government which shahl be requested and

ansmitted through the diplomatie channel.

The Beigian honorary members shail be chosen from persons who have won
stinction in the, Navy, Army or Air Force, in Letters, Art or Science.

The Beigian official members shahl be chosen in virtue of the administrative
Inctions, exercised by themn and shall be representatives from such Govern-

-ent Departments as may be agreed upon between the Beigian Government
id the Commission. They shaîl cease to form part of the Committee from,

le day when they vacate their functions in the Departments. The Beigian

OVernment undertakes to notify the Commission of ail Changes which may
,ke place amongst the Beigian officiai members.

The Commission shall appoint the Secretary-General of the Committee.

ARTICLE 1l

The Belgian Government agrees to treat the Commission on the same
loting as the Belgian State for the purpose of the application of the laws

'lating to direct taxes and duties imposed for the benefit of the State, the

'Ovinces and the communes, and the iaws relating to registration fees, court

*s, mortgage fees, succession duties and stamp duties.

The Commission may import into or buy in Belgium, free of ail duties

ýrPort duties, excise duties and taxes assimilated to stamp duties) the

luiPment, supplies and commodities necessary for its own needs or for. the
'Ying out, embellishment and maintenance of the mihitary Cemeteries and

'raves and for the construction and maintenance of commemorative

The Commission shail benefit from, the same exemption in respect of al

'Orks and goods or services which it orders directly for the same purposes.

The Commission shahl take the necessary steps to ensure that no com-
lodities imported or bought duty free are disposed of in Belgium without the

l'eious consent of the Belgian Government.

Motor vehicles imported temporariy by the Commission and intended for

le use of the Commission or of its officiais of foreign (non-Belgian) nationaiity
laltl benefit by temporaty exemption from import duties and luxury tax.

The methods of applying the exemptions provided for in the present

'eticle shahl be settled by the competent authorities in agreement with the
