Africa’s campaign of destabilisation against its neighbours had resulted in untold misery and
destruction and was graphically documented in The Destabilisation Report.

23. Despite some welcome improvement in the security situation in the south-west of the
African continent, Heads of Govemnment observed that the MNR's murderous activiues
continued on amajor scale in Mozambique and elsewhere; and destabilisation remained amajor
factor in the region's security crisis. Heads of Government unreservedly condemned South
Africa’s suppon for the MNR and other acts of destabilisation. Heads of Government reiterated
the view, however, that only the eradication of apartheid in South Africa would enable the region
to develop in peace.

24, Special efforts were needed 1o strengthen and develop the economies of Southem Africa
so as (o relieve them of South African economic domination. Heads of Government considered
that the Southem African Devclopment Co-ordination Conference (SADCC), deserved particu-
lar suppont and encouragement. To that end, thcy mandated the Secretary-General (o carry out
an Action Ptan in consultation with SADCC. thc AFRICA Fund, the Preferential Trade Areaand
the interested states in the region and clsewhere, 1o promole trade and investment in the Front-
Linc and neighbouring states. Inthe provision of assistance to SADCC countries, efforts should
also be made. where possible, to purchase capital goods and scrvices from within the region thus
stimulating regional production, cmployment. trade and transportation.

2S. Heads of Govermnment identificd a continuing necd for assistance (o the Front-Line
States. While therc had been significant contributions in this area by a number of Common-
wealth and other governments. much remained 10 be done to meet the security needs identificd
in the special repont by General Olusegun Obasanjo. commissioned by the Vancouver Mceting.

26. Heads of Govemment wclcomed the successful establishment of the Special Common-
wealth Fund for Mozambique, which had augmented bilateral contributions from Common-
wealth countrics including those of the Front-Line States. Heads of Government recognised the
imponance of continuing contributions to the Fund in view of Mozambique's key geographical
position and its roic in Southcm Africa.

Continuing Review

27. With the cxception of Britain, Heads of Government commended the Commonwealth
Committee of Forcign Ministers established by the Okanagan Statement for its reports, and
agreed that it should continue with its work, under the chairmanship of the Canadian Secretary
of State for External AfTairs; that the Foreign Minister of Malaysia be added to its members; and
that it repont again when Heads of Government next meet. They expressed the wish that it
reconvenc in April, some six months after the new administradon in Pretoria took office.
