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taken by the majority provided for in Article 20.d of the Statute of the Council of Europe and by the
unanimous vote of the representatives of the Contracting States entitled to sit on the Committee.

2. In respect of any acceding State, the Convention shall enter into force on the first day of the month
following the expiration of a period of one month after the date of the deposit of the instrument of ac-
cession with the Secretary General of the Council of Europe.

Article 17
1. Any State may, at the time of signature or when depositing its instrument of ratification, acceptance,
approval or accession, specify the territory or territories to which this Convention shall apply.

2. Any State may, at any later date, by a declaration addressed to the Secretary General of the Council
of Europe, extend the application of this Convention to any other territory specified in the declaration.
In respect of sucli territory the Convention shall enter into force on the first day of the month following
the expiration of a period of one month after the date of receipt of sucli declaration by the Secretary
General.

3. Any declaration made under the two preceding paragraphis may, in- respect of any territory men-
tioned in such declaration, be wîthdrawn by a notification addressed to the Secretary Generai. Sucli
withdrawal shall become effective on the first day of the month following the expiration of a period of
six months after the date of receipt of the notification by the Secretary General.

Article 18
1. Any Party may, at any time, denounce this Convention by means of a notification addressed to the
Secretry General of the Councîl of Europe.

2. Sucli denunciation shaîl become effective on the first day of the month following the expiration of
a period of six months aller the date of receipt of the notification b>' thc Secretar>' Generl.

Article 19
The Secretar>' General of the Council of Europe shall notify the Parties, the other member States

of the Council of Europe, the other States part>' to the European Cultural Convention, the non-member
States which have participated in Uic elaboration of this Convention and any State which lias acceded or
lias been invited to accede to it of:

a. any signature in accordance with Article 14;
b. the deposit of an>' instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession in accordance

with Article 14 or 16;
c. any date of entry into force of thîs Convention in accordance with Articles 15 and 16;
d. any information forwarded under the provisions of Article 9;
e. any report prepared in pursuance of Uic provisions of Article 12;
f any proposai for amendiment or any amendment adopted in accordance wiUi Article 13 and Uic

date on whicb Uic amendiment cornes into force;
g. any declaration made under the provisions of Article 17;
h. an>' notification nmade under the provisions of Article 18 and the date on which the denuinciation

takes effcct;
i. an>' other act, notification or communication relating to this Convention.
