The Embassy of Canada t0 the French Republic presents lis compliments to
the Enropen Space Agency anid bas the honour to refer t0 the Cooperation
Agreement betwccn the Government of Canada and The European Space
Agency (the Agreement) wbich came into force on 31 May 1989, with effect
front 1 lanuary 1989 and to recent discussions concerning the ex.tension of
this Agreement.

Canada is in the process of developing a new long termt space platn which
wll include a recommendation on the ways and means of contlnuing
cooperation between Canada and the European Space Agency. It is expected
that the Govcrrnent will make uts decisions on its future directions in space
sometime in 1999. tJntil that lime Canada is flot ln a position to propose the
negotiation of a new or modified agreement with the Buropean Space
Agency.

The Embassy of Canada bas therefore the honour to propose the extension of
the current Agreement until 31 December 1999. If the Buropean Space
Agency is agreeable 10 tbis proposai we would further propose that tbis note
and thc European Space Agency's affirmative reply, wbich is equally
authentic la Eaglish, French and (erman, constitute an agreement t0 extead
Uic Agreement as deflncd in Article XMI, paragraph 4 of the Agreement.
