He trzovelled there wntil ecrly in 1943, vhen he wos appointed to the
Wertime I-formation Bocrd to orzanize & section dealing with Cenadian
informotion for Latin Americc. He headed that section wntil the Cana-
dicn Infornation Service wes fermed in October, 1945, when he beccme
Deputy Director.

%hen the functions of C.I.S. were transferred to the Informction
Divisica of the Depcrtment of External Affeairs in February, 1947, he
wes appointed assistrnt head of the Divisicen.

PAUL 4. BEAULIFU, K.C, - Hr. Besulieu wcs born ot Outremont, Quebec, in
1913. Hc grodusted fioum the University of Montrezl in 1933, with the
degree of B.A., :nd from the University of Montreal Law School in
1936, with the degree of LL.L. He wics exlled to the ber of the
Province of Quebec in 1937 2nd crected King's Counsel in 1948.

Mr. Beculieu joined the Department of Exterrnal Affairs in 1940 as
Third Secretzry. From 1940 until 1944 he served in verious divisions
of the Dep.rtment in Ottaus. In April, 1944, he wus posted to
Washington ws Second Secretcry.’ In September, 1945, he wes trons-
ferrel to Paris os Second Secretzry. He citended the First Genercl
Conference of UNESCO in Paris in 1946, as un adviser.
