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I must say that I have to come down, possibly
on the cautious side, with a decision that the
proposition put forward by way of an amend-
ment is a new proposition and cannot be
allowed at this stage.

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre): Too
bad.

WATER RESOURCES

PROVISION FOR MANAGEMENT INCLUDING
RESEARCH AND PLANNING AND IM-
PLEMENTATION OF PROGRAMS

The House resumed consideration of the
motion of Mr. Greene that Bill C-144, to pro-
vide for the management of the water
resources of Canada including research and
the planning and implementation of programs
relating to the conservation, development and
utilization of water resources, be read the
third time and do pass.

Mr. Beaudoin: Mr. Speaker, I shall be very
brief in expressing the views of the Rallie-
ment créditiste on Bill C-144 before it is
passed on third reading.

To my mind Bill C-144 is somewhat lame in
that it does not say much that is concrete. As
it stands, it will be difficult to implement for
it does not lead anywhere.

Even though the government has rejected
all the amendments of the opposition which
might have given the bill some value and
indicated, once and for all, that the govern-
ment wants to tackle water pollution in
Canada, we will vote for Bill C-144 because
we recognize that it is one step towards fight-
ing pollution.

But what is the exact meaning of this bill?
Nowhere does it say that the government will
be able to penalize the companies or
municipalities polluting our Canadian waters.
In its present form, we will have to wait until
the water of an entire area is polluted for the
government to state that it is a polluted area
and to take steps to clean it.

Because this bill cannot curb pollution effi-
ciently, I blame the minister and the govern-
ment for not accepting some of the amend-
ments suggested by the opposition.
