ALLEGED REFUSAL OF EMPLOYEES OF MONTREAL
UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE OFFICE TO SPEAK BOTH
OFFICIAL LANGUAGES—REQUEST FOR UNANIMOUS CONSENT
TO MOVE MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. Tom Cossitt (Leeds): Mr. Speaker, I rise to seek
leave to propose a motion under the provisions of Stand-
ing Order 43. I feel it should have the unanimous support
of all members, especially of those on the government side
who have continually expressed their sincerity in wishing
to enforce the provisions of the Official Languages Act.

I move, seconded by the hon. member for Winnipeg
South Centre (Mr. McKenzie):

That in view of the fact that certain unemployment insurance com-
mission offices in the city of Montreal, including specifically the one
serving northeast Montreal at 7510 Viau Street, are refusing to speak
both official languages to claimants and the general public, the House
requests immediate government action to enforce the provisions of the
Official Languages Act requiring services in both languages and that
those refusing to serve the public in both languages should be immedi-
ately disciplined following this illegal action.

Mr. Speaker: The House has heard the terms of the
motion being proposed. Pursuant to Standing Order 43 it
cannot be debated without the unanimous consent of the
House. Is there unanimous consent?
