ISRAELI ATTACK ON NUCLEAR REACTOR IN IRAQ—MOTION
UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. Douglas Roche (Edmonton South): Madam Speaker,
the Israeli attack on a nuclear reactor in Iraq is an event of
utmost importance with respect to world security. The entire
world has reason to feel the deepest concern for global safety.
Therefore I move, seconded by the hon. member for Dart-
mouth-Halifax East (Mr. Forrestall):

That this House expresses its deepest concern to the government of Israel with
respect to the attack and reported destruction of a nuclear reactor in Iraq, and
urges all governments in the mid-East and elsewhere to moderation in any
contemplated response, and to put foremost the safety of mankind in the
increasingly dangerous nuclear age.

FUNCTIONING OF SEWAGE SYSTEM IN FORT RUPERT, QUE.—
MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. Lorne Greenaway (Cariboo-Chilcotin): Madam Speak-
er, I rise under the provisions of Standing Order 43. The Cree
village of Fort Rupert in northern Quebec is finally acquiring
a new sewage system. However, the Cree are now faced with
the problem of having insufficient electrical power to run the
system. Several weeks ago, as a result of plugging in a
four-slice toaster at the construction camp, the electrical
system for the entire village was shorted out. This is particu-
larly ironic, given the fact that Fort Rupert is in close proximi-
ty to one of the world’s largest hydroelectric plants. Therefore,
in light of the urgent need for a functioning sewage system and
that such a system will not operate without sufficient electrical
power, I move, seconded by the hon. member for Bow River
(Mr. Taylor):

That this House instruct the Minister of Indian Affairs and Northern De-
velopment to provide the necessary electrical infrastructure to the village of Fort

Rupert as stipulated in the James Bay and Northern Quebec agreement in order
that the sewage system may operate.
