Where to Fish and Hunt
PORTSMEN are more or less interested in
hearing of new and unexplored districts where

^ good fishing and hunting is a certainty. Never 
before in the history of this country have so many 
fine waters and such vast territories been opened up 
as by the Canadian Northern Railway transcontin­
ental lines, in the last few years. Certain of those 
areas abound with all the varieties of fish and game 
which the sportsman most desires, perhaps more than 
any other region in which man and civilization exist.

In the fastnesses of the Rocky Mountains on the 
Alberta side are Mountain Sheep and Goat; on the 
British Columbia side, Mountain Goat, Sheep, Grizzly 
and much other game. In Western Canada the lines 
are through rich agricultural areas, but even there the 
finest sport, such as Prairie Chickens, Duck and Goose 
shooting is to be had. the birds being wonderfully 
numerous, and at no great distance in the wooded 
country, Elk and Moose. Between Sudbury and Port 
Arthur through a veritable terra incognita there are 
streams which have been little fished except by trappers 
and Indians, remarkable for the size and variety of 
their trout, and where Moose exist in large numbers.

While the natural desire of sportsmen is to look 
for new fields, thanks to the regulations for the 
protection of fish and game, in many older sections 
of the country, excellent sport is still to be obtained.

It is the intention of this publication to give as 
far as available authentic information, which will 
give the sportsman the widest possible range of choice.
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
