Police Départment Tolerates
Wholesale Gambling

Montreal, Feb. 15.—~Wholesale con-
demnation of the Montreal pélice de-
partment is made in the report of
the bureau of municipal research of
New York, to the city council. Thae
report states'that tho the force costs
$1,250,000 a year, dictation of partisan
political leaders and faulty organiza-
tion prevent it from rendering pro-
tection to the public equal to its cost.

The finds of the bureau indicate that
an investigation by an authority hav-
ingl criminal jurisdiction was desir-
able,

On the subject of vice the report
says commercialized prostitution and
professional gambling flourish in the
city and are tolerated by the police.
The effect of the periodical raids on
houses of ill-fame or gambling dens
simply " amounts to licensing these
premises for revenue purposes. Mu-
tual consent ralds are alsé conducted,
it is alleged. The estimate as to the
number of houses of commercialized
prostitution given by the officers of
the morality squad is that there are
between 260 and 300, and they statd
that there are six ‘or eight hotels ope-
ratéd almost exclusively as houses of
assignation. The estimate probably
does not include the very many places
operated as disorderly flats, furnished
rooms and call houses.

The vice conditions of the City of
Montreal are such that, if *for n
other reason than as a protection to
