The prime- minister of ‘Ontario has
sounded no uncertain’ note ‘as’ to the
‘position of ;the Orntario  governmeni
‘respecting the .power + guestion.’ The
goyernment is not 't be swerved by
the letters, at so much a line, which
have embellished the*columns of var-
fous newspapers in the ' province as
spontaneous outpourings  from: the
hearts of -the péople.  Neither 'is the
first minister at all impressed by the
newspapers that preach cheap. power
for the people, in one colummn, and
assassinate this doctrine ‘in "the same
{ssue, but in another column. fde is
determinéd to carry into effect the
power legiglation of the last session,
and will not shrink from using the
big stick of government ownership and
operation if it is necessary to do so.
After pointing out that an interview
in yesterday's paper did not properly
express his position; Mr. Whitney dlc-
. tated the following statement: ;

‘A proper understanding of  the
powers and duties of the hydro-elec-
tric commission, which can be acquir-
ed by anybody who chooses to read
the statute, womld prevent any sug-
gestion that the commission can be
or will be ignored by the governmen:,

‘“The hydro-electric commission is in
fact a sub-committee of the cabinst
with an eéngineer added for the pur-
pose of makirg the work of the com-
mission easier. The act itselfis clear
that all the powers given by fts pro-
visions to the commission are sub-
ject to, and dare the subject of, cab-
inet control.

“A ‘glance  at the act will also
makeé it plain that the result would be
the same whether the commission was
given control of the rates of whether
the cabinét was given such contrél;
and, in neither case could the govern-
ment escape résponsibility by glving
such control to any body or commis-
sion.

A meeting of the executive commit-
