At Least Five People Burned to Death
in the Washington City. -

The Property Loss Amounts to $400,000 —
One Hundred and Fifty Sleeping People
Were in the Bullding W.Ol‘ the Fire
started —Forms Lying fin Halls and

Wemen Shrieking in the Flames.

Spokane, Wash,, Jan. 25.—A fire, in
which the loss will run up to $400,000
worth of proverty; and, at the very least,
five lives wene lost, took place list
night. The Great Eastern block at the
corner of Post-street and Riverside-
avenue, six Btoreys in height and con-
structed of brick, caught fire about 11.15
p.m., and in three hours was totally de-
molished. All of the upper.two floors
end part of the third flcor were used
for lodging purpese*s', and at least 150
yeople were asleep in the building when
the fire started. While most of them
escaped with only their clothes, it is
thought a number perished. The last
cut of the upper storeys reports forms
lying in. the halls and women shrieking
in the 'flames. © The origin of the fire
is supposed to have beem in ‘the engine

Oliver, who' lived on the second floor,
says she heard an explosicn shortly be-
fore the flames appeared.

The Great Eastern block was built in
1800 at a cost of $250,000, and was
¢vwned by Louis Levinski of San Fran-
cisco, who carried but $50,000 worth of
insurance. :

Wires Were fn the Way.

Because of the network of wires sur-
rounding the building it was with the
utmost difficulty that ladders were ele-
vated. While they were-going up the
people were at the windows, ‘flames and
snioke bursting out about them, shrick-
ing. Crowds of pedple on the streets
below shrieked in sympathy with then.
Mrs. H. H. G. Davies 'of Nebraska
City, Nebraska, fell:-or jumped from a
fifth-storey window. She died at the
Bacred Heart Hospital two hours later.

A thrilling rescue was that of , Robert
Mason, his wife and their two-year-old
gon from the fifth-floor on the Peosi-
street side.
