SHAFTER’S MEEKNESS.

The Conquering Hero Bears His
Honors With Becoming Modesty
~The Terms of Surrender.

Playa del Este, July 13.—General Shafter :

bears his honors modestly, To a corres.
pondent of the Associated Press he said:

The enemy has surrendered all the terri-
tery and troops east of Santiago. The
terms were dictated from Wasnington. 1t
has been a hard campaign, one of fhe
hardest I ever saw. The difticulties to con-
tend with were very great. Never during
our Civil War were more troublesome prob-
lems solved. The character of the country
&nd the roads made it seem almost ‘T‘mpos-
sible to advance in the face of the cnemy.
TLe transportation problem was hard, but
all the difficulties have been successfully
surmounted. Our troops have behaved gai-
dantly, They fought like heroes, and I am
Préud to have commanded them. During all
the hardships they have suffered, they have
shown resolution and spirit. They deserve
to conquer. :

The resistance of the enemy has been
exceedingly stubborn. General Toral
Froved himself a foeman worthy of any
man's steel. The negotiaticns which ecul-
minated in the surrender of General Toral
Lave been dragging on for ten days, with
the Intermission of Sunday and Monday,
When our batteries® and fleet bombarded
the enemy's positions, Throughout these
reriods of truce Gemeral Toral has shrewdly
played for time, always declining to sur
render unconditionally, and falling back
when hard presseqd upon the statement that
Le was simply a suborainate and powerless
to agree to the proposals without the sane-
of his superiors, except under penalty
of being court-martialled. At the same

flank, under cdver of ouyr artillery fire, We
could then have enfiladed thelr lines and
driven them into the city.

Before 8 o'clock General Toral seat o
comrmunication. to General Shafter, enclos-
lag a copy of a telegram from Captain-Gen-
eral Blance, explamning that the surrender
of such an important posiijon as Santiago
and the abandonment of Lastery Caba,
would require the direct sanction of the
Madrid Government, and requesting that
time to hear trom Madrd be giveil. At the
sume time, - Captain-General Blanco au-
thorized General Toral, if it was agreeable
to the Amenrican general, to appolnt com-
luissioners on. each side to arrapnge the
terms of capitulation ot the forees -umave
his command on the condition™of their j.ar-
ole and transportation to Spain, pending
the sanction of Madrid. He also communi-
cated the names of the commissioners he had
selected, namely, Mr. Kobert Mason, the

Shafter Rode> to the ¥Front.

| This communication was so ambiguoas
|that it might all be upset by the refusal uf
AMadrid to sanétion the termns agreéed v
by the comm'ssioners, and General Shafter
resolved to have all the ambiguity removed
before proceeding further. At 11 o'clock he
mounted his horse, and, together with Gen,
Mlles and the staffs, he rode to the front.

THE NAPANEE BANK ROBBERY.

Napanee, July 15.—(Special.)—~The pretty
town of Napanee {s In a quiver of exeite.
ment owing to the latest develcpments i
the Dominion Bank robbery case. Every-
body Is talking, everywhere, at the hotels,
in the postoffice, In the streets. The opin-
lon Is expressed that at last something
tangible has been got onto, and that it will
result in Ponton’s salvation or damnation,
The sentiment has greatly changed since
the time of Ponton's trial. Then the popn-
lar opinfon was that an Investigation was
an outrage; now everyone clamors for a
thorough investigation. The townsfolk view
the detectives more favorably than before
and there are no threats of riding them
on a rail.

The story runs back to two months be-
fore the bank was rified, when Lawyer
Lyons of Belleville warned the bank au-
thorities that an attempt to burglarize a
bank through a side entrance was in con-
templation,

Soon after this episode some very suspi-
clous characters were observed in and near
the town, while several houses were brok-
en Into. These Individuals were three men
| ahd a woman. The wotan was a Mrs. Sey-
mour, who lived at Mrs. Scott's, just op-
rosite .the court house, and dressed as a
dashing! widow of 80. Mrs. Scott said that
she always noticed that there was somé-
thing_strange about this woman, while her
son, Sidney, urged that she be asked to
leave. This Mrs, Seymour is supposed to
be the Mrs. Saucier of Montreal, recently
arrested for circulating $10 Dominion ng
bills. The three men, Pare, Holden and
Richardson, are in the current story sup-
pesed to be the other street prowlers Who
aroused suspicion.

Prowlers Arrested.

Nine -days before the bank robbery last
year two men were arrested by County
Censtable Sills for vagrancy. They had
been prowling around the town, sleeping in
barns and in the pine grove just east of
the towmn..These men were not of the
party of four who camped at Haley’s Polnt,
tkough this has been currently said. These
two men aré alleged to be Pare and Holden,
while the third, Richardson, whom the de-
tectives are after, is thought to be the man
who was frequently seen alune, looking In-

zens, When these two tramps were ar-
rested a cartridge of coppers was found
upon them; also the brace of an umbrela,
| filed to a needle polnt, and a crooked st Vl

bat. © The coppets weie done up as.it is
usual in banks, and this evidence created &
little stir at the time, for E. H. Balnes
stated that b50c in coppers could: very
eaeily be extracted from the bank daily
and the bank know nothing of it.

A pretty suspiclous fact was that these
tramps sald they had had some laundry
done by the Chinese just behind the bank.
These facts are now put together, -and it is
thouzht that the two tramps were
really’ professional crooks who had mightly
been operating upon the safe and swiping
coppers. The man Holden has been arrested
in Boston, Mass., and Constable Sills Jeft
to n'ght to Identify his man as one of the
tramps.

The Arrest of Pare.

George E. Pare was arrested two days ago
in Manchester, N.H., where he had been
concealing a large quantity of the Stolen
bills in an ingenious way. He had bored
a hole into a scantling into which he plac-
the bills and plugged the hole. The scant-
lings were put into a coke box in an out-
bouse, but the lynx-eyed emissaries of the

Robert Mackie is the son of Robert Mac-
kie, proprietor of the Domiinion House at
| Belleville, and has a wife and four small
children llving in Belleville. | |[When askea
what was his vocation he answered *Specu-
lator,”” which s construed into meaning
gambler and peanut fakir. He {s rather a
fine-looking man of 40. His face is well
tanned, but is ordinarily falr, like his mus-
tache. . He Is a bright-eyed chap anda 1s tak
ing his arrest very much to Reatt. Pxison
clothes have not yet been placed upon him,
and he scorns the prison fare, having his
meals sent up from town. He has a npar-
row cell and is not allowed-to-take exer-
clse in the yard, but this privilege may be
granted him after lie comes up for examind-
tlon next week.

A Strange Circumstance.

The police, still stick to their old theory
that the robbery was dome d.lmetly‘{)r in-
directly by someone connected with the
bank. The inside influence idea seems to
dominate the police brain. They ma‘n-
tain that other arrests in Montreal will
occur shortly. 1
