PERSONATION MEANS JAIL.

The Municipal Election Law is
Strict—There is no Alternative
¥ine if Caught.

The ratepayers of Toronto are entitled to
a straight vote on Monday next. The law

in regard to personation is very strict. The
Municipal Act, R.8.0,, 1897, reads:
193—1. No person shall
(a) Without due authority supply any
ballot paper to any person, or
(b) ‘Fraudulently put into any ballot
box any paper other than the ballot pa-
per which he is authorized by law to
put in, or
(¢) Fraudulently take out of the poll-
ing place any-paper, or
(dy Without due authority destroy,
take, open, or otherwise interfere -with
any ballot box or packet of ballot papers
. then in use for the purposes of the elec-
tion, or
(e) Apply for a ballot paper :in the
name of some other person,” whether
such name is that of a person living or
dead, or ‘of a fictitious person; or ad-
vise or abet, counsel or procure -any
other person so to do; but this provision
shall not be construed as including a
person who applies for such ballot pa-
per believing that he is the person in-
tended by the name entered on the
voters’ list, in respect of which he so
applies, or
(f) Having voted once and not being
entitled to vote again at an election, ap-
ply at the same election for a baliot,
paper in his own name, or advise, or
abet, counsel or procure any other per-
son\so to do, 1
2. No person shall attempt to co
offense specified in this séctl(m.c A
3. A person guilty of any violation of this
section shall be liable, if he is the clerk
of the municipality, to imprisonment for
any te not exceeding two years, with or
without hard labor; and, if he is any other
person, to imprisonment for a term not ex-
