Anti-British Seﬁafof From  Maine
Brought on His Resolution
Regarding Seizures.

———

CHAIRMAN DAVIS SPOKE PLAINLY

The Motion Was Doctored to Suit
the Senate’s Idea and
Then Passed.

Washington, Jan, 17.—In the Senate to-
day the resolution introduced several days
ago by Mr. Hale (Maine), caliing upon the
Secretary of State for information in pos-
session of the State Department relating to
the selzure and detention of Ameriean flour
by the British' authorities In Delagoa Bay,
South Africa, was laid before the Senate.

Mr, Davis (Minn.), chairman of thé Com-
mittee on Foreign Relations, moved that
the resolution be referred to his commit-
tee. It was his impression, he said, that
the resoldtion was prematurely introduced.
He indicated that the subject of the resolu-
tion was under diplomatic negotiation.
Mr. Dayis thought that some of the asser-
tions of the. resolution were to be gravely
considered. It was a question as to whe-
ther they were true, It is well understood,

sald Mr. Davis, that the
Wis nour t property selzed

*It is said this flour is not contraband,”
he continued. ‘‘This may or may. not be
true, but it is a -question of fact to be de-
termined, whether this flour is for use of
an actlve hostile.”

A Crack at Hale,

Mr, Davis thought the real question now
under consideration is whether the matter
Ccomes within the province of international
aw. He sald it did not become the sena-
tor . (Mr. Hale) to introduce such a resolu-
tx?n at this time.

‘But,” sald Mr. Davis, “What strikes
me as most to be criticized In the resolu-
tion Is the concluding paragraph. - It is

'stated that if the detention or the property

is persisted in, ‘such act will be considered
as withqut warrant, and offensive to the

Vern, t and people of the United
States.’ - I venture to say that no pronun-
clamento upon o imporiant a question was
ever made by & Government until the
diplomatic wmuw. relating to it had
been comp . It Is a statement which
h“mudo ,ouly on the verge of hostilities.

That,” concluded Mr, Davis, *“is very
serious language. In its present form, it
means serious difficulty. I think the re-
solution had better be referred.”

Mr, Hale Wanted Knowledge,

In response to the statement of Mr. Davis
Mr. Hale began a brief address by sending
to the clerk’s desk and having read a news-
paper account of the seizure of the flour.
He had drawn the resolution, he sald, with
some care, intending to limit it to one of
inquiry. He declared the Senate and coun-
try were entitled to know what the situa-
tion was, as there was ignorance as to
what was being done. He deemed it per-
fectly clear that as it was flour, and not
arms or ammunition that had be@h selzed,
the seizure was not of contraband: goods.
It needed, he thought, no Investigation by
a committeé to determine that uour was
not contraband of war. ‘A majority of the
Senate’ can stifle this resolution,’” said Mr.
Hale warmly, “but it cannot be suppressed
ln!any other way.” ’

n respobse to an enquiry by Mr. Wol-
cott (Col.), Mr. Hale said one o¥ the things
he ‘was trying to haye answered was whe.
ther the flour seized was Anderican flour,

The Resolution Doetored.

The  resolution offer: by Mr.

Without further controversy the resolu-
tion as amended was passed.: The resolu-
tion as it passed the Senate reads:

Whereas, it is alleged that. property
of citizens of the United States, not
contrgband of war, has been lately
geized by the military authorities of
Great Britain in and near Delagoa Bay,
South Africa, without good reason for
the same and contrary to the accepted
principles of International law, and

Whereas, it is alleged said property is
now unjustly detained by the miltary
authorities of Great Britain, in disre-
gard of the rights of the owners of the
same, therefore,

Resolved by the_Senate of the United
States, that nt is hereby re-

1 enate, if in his

fompatiblé with, the pub-
lic interest; intormytion in possession
of the State Pepartm relating to sald
alleged seizure and detention; also to
inform the Senate what steps have been
taken requesting the restoration of pro-
perty taken and detained as aforesald.
