Wheat dull, with
little export demand for our new grain,
owing to its inferior quality. Millers are
buying old grades. *Money is unchanged at
5 per cent. on call, and at 6 to 6% per cent.
for prime discounts. Only one failure is
reported In the distriet for the week, with
small liabilitles.

The trade situation in Hamilton distriet
