In selecting tablecloths - it is more
eatisfactory, says The Housekeeper, to
get the T2-inch width, which gives &

half yards is a very good measure for
general use,.a very convenient size for
a small company requiring @an extra
leaf. Three and one-half yards are re-
quired for an extended téble, to drape
over the ends and correspond with the
sides.

In hemming tablecloths a double
hemstitch above ary inch-and-a-half
wide hem makes a very fine finish,
The ends must be cut by the thread to
make the hem true.

In ironing, the linen must be evenly
and very well dampened.
