district commands- Mr. MacNeil ex­
pressed himself as being more than 
ever optimistic regarding the future of 
the organization, and stated that the 
Nova Scotia Provincial Convention of 
last week gave splendid proof of the 
sanity animating members and leaders 
of the G. W. V. A. Lieut.-Col. C- E. 
Bent, D.S.O., O.C. 15th Battalion, 
C.E.F. (48th Highlanders, Toronto), 
was elected president of the provincial 
command-

The request for a conference .to 
"agree on a common political policy, 
with a view to future amalgamation,” 
was keenly ' debated, and the resolu­
tion passed by the convention is made 
Interesting by reason of Mr. MacNeil’s 
statement that it reflects the majority 
opinion of members of thé organiza­
tion. The resolution reads as follows:

''Whereas overtures have been made 
by the G. A. U. V/ proposing amal­
gamation with this association for 
political purposes. And whereas the 
Dominion command had previously 
expressed the desire to secure co­
operation between all ex-service men’s 
organizations; and whereas, this as­
sociation, as a national body, has not 

• yet decided on the advisability of 
political action ; Be it resolved that the 
Nova Scotia command of the G. W. 
V. A. makes the following suggestions 
in regard to the communication receiv­
ed from the G. A. U. V.

Desire For Co-operation.
1. That assurance be given of the 

keen desire of All members of this as­
sociation to promote the uttermost 
degree of eo-operation between all re­
turned soldiers' organizations in ad­
vancement of common aims.

2- That any conference to discuss 
the question of co-operation be in­
clusive of representatives of all sil- 
diers’ organizations in Canada of a 
national character.

3. That the officials of the G.A.U. 
V. be informed thatmntil the question 
of political action has been referred to 
the general membership of this associ­
ation, it is impossible for the repre­
sentatives to enter into the alliance 
proposed. \

4. That a conference be held of 
the presidents and secretaries of the 
major soldier organizations in Cana­
da solely for the purpose of devising 
ways and means for promoting closer 
co-operation on a, basis that is now 
Of common interest.

5. That at such conference dis­
cussion he made of establishing a 
permanent national council, with re­
presentation upon a per capita basis 
to discuss all questions "affecting re­
turned men generally, it being un­
derstood that said council shall not 
be endowed with superior executive 
power, and that a report be made 

-back to the association of the result 
of such discussion for confirmation 
by the membership." .

Offer Prize for Ritual.
The convention recommended that 

a prize be offered for the best ritual 
for both
command use, in order to follow out 
thp fraternal basic idea of the 1920 
convention. They called for full 
payment, of war service gratuity to 
the pensioned widows of men who 
fell on active 'service, 
of housing its people is as acute in 
Nova Scotia as it is in Ontario, so 
the delegates assembled at Halifax 
urged extension of state aid in hous­
ing along the lines followed by the 
Soldier Land Settlement Board.

Coffee was still selling at the time- 
honored figure of five cents a cup, 
and they saw no reason for reducing 
this to three cents a cup. Therefore, 
not having increased prices, they 
were not reducing them.

McConkey’s Lunch by Saturday 
evening had announced no change in 
prices.

That the proprietors of restaurants 
are becoming concerned at the indig­
nation of the public at the present 
prices of “eats” is evident by the re­
ductions being announced. The own­
ers of city restaurants declare that 
they will be losing money at the new 
scale of charges, and they further de­
clare their determination to go after 
the packers in the same way as the 
public are going after them. The pack­
ers are the people making the big 
profit the lunch parlor owners assert, 
and they hope by meeting the public 
demand for a reduction in prices to 
show actually where the real' fault 
lies.

Staple Lines Dropping.
Thcrie are happy days for the com­

mon citizen who Is secure in his house 
for the winter and has his coal bin 
full. Prices of other necessities are 
on the toboggan, and financing the 
family is likely to be easier from now 
op. Every day now price cutting is 
reported on some staple line, from 
clothing and food to automobiles. 
Refineries announced another cut in 
sugar Saturday, and as this was teh 
result of independent action by one of 
the refineries, there are likely to be fur­
ther reductions soon. Flour is drop­
ping here ip sympathy with new quo­
tations in the States. Rice, tea and 
coffee all show substantial reductions 
in the last month.

“The prospects are for a gradual 
decline,’’ said Mr. John Med land, of 
Medland Bros., Ltd., wholesale grocers, 
Saturday.

“Sugar has declined 23 per hun­
dredweight - within the last two 
months, with prospects for a further 
decline of at least 31 per hundred­
weight before long and probably a 
still further decline about February.

“Rice,’’ continued Mr. Medland, “bps 
declined about 32 per, hurdred pounds, 
with prospects for a still further 
small reduction. Tea has declined 
from five to ten cents per pound and 
coffee about five cents a pound.”

The abundant crops in nearly all 
kinds of vegetables and fruits have 
been a big factor in starting food 
prices on the down-grade. Low prices 
prevailing for hides are now being re­
flected ln the prices of footwear, and 
retailers été quoting shoe» 26 percent, 
lower than the prices of three months 
ago. Clothing merchants have also 
pared prices considerably in recent 
weeks.
