mus, a Russian violinist, who has been
touring South Wales and who is alleged
to have been interspersing his recitals
with Bolshevist propaganda work. He
is a son of a wealthy Russian land owner
and has participated in the Russian revo-
lution.

IN GRIP OF STRIKE:

Amsterdam, Feb. 8—A great general
strike which embraces the whole of
northwestern Hungary was started Mon-
day at Kamirn, according to advices
from Budapest. All business was sus-
pended and hotels and cafes closed.

On Thursday the strike spread
throughout Upper Hungary, embracing
the merchants, public officials, and the
railway, postal, municipal and law em-
ployes, who declare their determination
to continue the strike until the Czeches
alter their behaviour. The Czech com-
manders threatened the postal strikers
with death but without being able to
secure the return of the men to work.
