That called for
100,000 men per month to be called dur-
ing 1918. After the German drive began

'the:call for April was increased to over

200,000 men; the call for May was in-
creased to over 800,000, and last month
without any notice the June call was
increased to approximately 800,000.”

Representative Sherley (Ky.) inter-
rupted: “You mean new men joining
the colors?”

“That meant that the net increase in
three months was 800,000 men, less 300,-
000 or 500,000 additional men called to
the colors with practically ho notice at
all, which was almost equal to the en-|
tire draft of last September.

cerned every man has been. completely

equipped. We do not trust to the camps

in the interior. Men going overseas go
to the three embarkation concentration
camps, such as Camp Mills and Camp
Merritt and there they are inspected.
“Every man is gone over by an in-
spector, and if his clothing is silghtly
worn, or if his shoes have holes in them,
or if his trousers have holes/in them,

‘or if his shirt looxs worn, these articles

are turned in and new clothing is is-
sued, so that every man starts abroad
with practically new equipment. Every

‘one of the men going abroad each month

is completely equipped.”
