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MR. W. H. BERRY

The St. John Standard today appears
to be preparing the public for the an-
nouncement later that one of the chief
witnesses before the Royal Commission
will not be in attendance. Referring to
Mr. W. H. Berry, the Standard says:

“The Standard was in communication
with Mrs. Berry last evening and she
sajd that Mr. Berry had been poor in
health for some time, and he had gone
away to consult a physician. If it was
found necessary he would spend some
time in a sanitarium.”

Commenting editorially upon this
statement, the Standard devotes nearly
a column to an effort to prove that the
government is most anxious to have
every necessary witness before the Royal
Commission.

If the government of New Brunswick
is as anxious as it professes to be_, and
as the Standard seys it is, that the in-
vestigation into the Dugal timber
charges shall be of the most searching
character, then it is the duty of the act-
ing minister of lands and mines, Hon.
Mr. Murray, to see that one of his prin-
cipal officers, Mr. W. H. Berry, who is
one of the most important witnesses,
shall be present when his name is called
next Tuesday at the session of the Royal
Commission. There must be no mistake
about this. The government is responsi-
ble for Mr. Berry so long as he is in
its employment, He is a servant of the
people, and his place is here in New
Brunswick until at least this inquiry is
over. The excuse of ill-health put for-
ward by the Standard is something new,
Mr. Berry may be disturbed over the
serious charges, but on Monday of this
week his wife and his friends did not
urge that as an excuse for his absence.
The information the Times has is that
he is spending his time at one of the
best hotels in Boston, and is apparently
in the best of health. His masters, the
government, should see to it that he
makes his appearance Tuesday or they
must assume the burden of censure that

will follow.

GET TOGETHER

Complaint is frequently made in St.
John of a lack of popular interest in mat-
ters which it is felt should appesad to all
the people. Every organization connect-
ed in any way with what may be term-
ed welfare work complains of difficulty
in getting more than a handful of people
actively interested. The executives of
these organizations find it difficult to
pbtain a quorum for their meetings, and
the actual work must be done by two or
three persons, while the financial ques-
tion is always more or less difficult to
solve., When a new organization is ferm-
ed to promote some worthy cause, it is
found that the names of persons more or
less familiar in connection with other or-
ganizations figure prominently in the
list; and fhere are even those who arq
uncharitable enough to say that these
people are seeking another opportunity
to get their names in the papers, when as
& matter of fact they are giving up time
which might be devoted to their own
business or their own pleasure to do a
thing which they believe to be in the
public interest.

Perhaps St. John is not singular in this
respect, but would it not be more credit-
able if the city whre singular in that,
through the public spirit and hearty co-
operation of its people, all the various
organizations devoted to the task of bet-
tering the living conditions or improving
the outlook of some portion of the citi-
genship were enabled to carry on their
work so successfully and the results be
so striking, that other cities would look
this way for inspiration.

There has been too much sectionalism
of one sort and another in St. John.
There has been too much of a dividing
of the people into groups, not necessarily
antagonistic but certainly not actively
sympathetic. Whatever individual ideals
ambitions and desires each unit in the
citizenship may have, there are common
interests which must be dealt with in
common if undesirable conditions are not
to exist. This is a perfectly obvious
fact, and yet it receives too little atten-
tion. There is an immense deal of en-
ergy now practically wasted which if
turned into the right channels would ef-
fect great reforms in the city, and at
the same time broaden the outlook and
give a new zest to the life of the people.

Whether he likes it or no, the man
who lives in the most luxurious home in
St. John has something in common with
the man who lives in a slum. A man, for
example, may disregard conditions which
develop disease, and some member of his
family may fall a victim to that disease.
The man at the bottom is a factor in the
common life along with the man who is
at the top. The fine residential section
cannot remove itself entirely from that
which shelters poverty and vice, if these
exist within the city limits. When the
people come to realize how much they
have in common, and how much thelr
united efforts might do to improve con-
ditions, and when they unitedly set
themselves to that task, there will be
no complaint about a lack of public
spirit or of placing the burden upon the
shoulders of a few.

And why should not this happier
state of affairs be brought about? Why
cannot public spirit be aroused in every
section of the city to the point where
Aifferances which are not material will

be forgotten, and all the people get to-
gether to promote the common welfare?
Just as soon as men and women meet
in a friendly way to discuss undesirable
conditions, the conditions will begin to
improve. The time is ripe for a great
concerted movement in St. John to ac-
complish reforms which all admit are
necessary, but because the citizens do not
unite their efforts for social betterment
have not yet come near to the point of
realization.
EAST AND WEST

The Canadian Manufacturers’ Assocl-
ation had some home truths presented to
them at their meeting in Montreal this
week by Mr. Charles A. Dunning, gen-
eral manager of the Saskatchewan Co-
operative Elevator Company. He point-
ed out to them that the western farmer
is worse off in regard to his markets
than those of South America, Australia,
Russia and large parts of the United
States. The cost of transportation in
his case is & very serious matter. Mr
Dunning told them further that the
farmers are pressed down by debts to
the implement makers, and said that
100,000 farmers in Saskatchewan alone
owe $85,000,000 for agricultural machin-
ery. Passing to a discussion of the tar-
iff, Mr. Dunning spoke with a frankness
which must have quite taken away the
breath of the high protectionist$ in that
assembly. A report of his address says:

“The western farmers were over-
whelmingly free traders and this had
been brought about because they are the
people who bear the burden of tariffs
without receiving any benefit from them.
Newcomers to the west were speedily im-
bued with the free trade ideas of those
around them, and they could rest assured
that if the protectionists of Eastern
Canada put on the screws too hard dur-
ing their time of power there would be
a great change eventually, due to the in-
creased voting power of the west, No
one regretted the division of feeling be-
tween Hastern and Western Canada more
than he. On each side of the great barren
stretch north of Lake Superior two
classes were developing, causing a divis-
jon which may place the future delvelop-
ment of the Dominion in jeopardy. They
of the west are as loyal to their empire
and country as the easterner, and if all
was to remain united in spirit, they must
make strenuous efforts to understand
each other’s ideas and each other’s point
of view.”

There was here much food for thought

for the members of the Manufacturers’|

Association; but we are not told that
they expressed any desire to exert them-
selves to make the position of the west-
ern farmer in regard to markets or sup-
plies any more satisfactory.

Mr. Dunning might have pointed out
that the Dominion Millers’ Association
is able to ship flour to the United States
and pay duty, and that the price of Can-
adian flour in London is lower than it is
in Montreal. His appeal, however, and
that of all who desire larger markets
and a downward revision of the tariff
must be made to the people at large.
There is nothing to be hoped for from
the manufacturers.
