Toronto, June 7—There was not * 
dissenting voice raised at the Congrega­
tional conference yesterday wheta the 
committee on church union presented its 
report. At all previous conferences of 
the Congregational Union of Canada, at 
which this subject has been considered, 
there have been some to oppose the 
union idea. Those unfavorable to the 
scheme have grown fewer in number 
each year and today, for the first time, 
the Congregationalist body of Canada 
pased a resolution for undelayed union, 
unanimously and amid a scene of en­
thusiasm.

The resolution, moved by Dr. W. H. 
Warriner, registrar of Montreal Con­
gregational College, was as follows:

•Resolved: That in view of the rest­
lessness under present conditions, the de­
sire for united action in many parts off 
the country, especially out in the west, 
as well as the tremendous importance of 
having a definite policy in these days of 
rapid expansion, we express the fervent 
hope that the union, the desirability of 
which all three bodies have affirmed, 
may speedily become an accomplished 
fact”

Toronto, June 7—At the Presbyterian 
General Assembly yesterday, there was 
a tense feeling at the conclusion of the 
address of Rev. R„ G. MacBcth, .of 
Paris, who had seconded the , adoption 
of the union committee’s minority k.

compulsory arbitration, written into the 
code that has bound the United States 
with twenty-four great and lesser na­
tions of the world for the last five years, 
is in serious danger, and unless there is 
a decided change *in sentiment in the 
senate, the renewal of twenty-three of 
the treaties may be impossible.

In executive session the senate last 
night again failed to ratify renewals of 
the arbitration agreements with Great 
Britain, Italy and Spain, which recently 
expired. These conventions provide that 
questions relating to the interpretation 
of treaties, excepting those that cannot 
be settled through diplomatic channels 
such as those of vital interest na­
tional honor or independence shall be 
submitted to the Hague .

ers’ strike, perhaps one of the largest 
and undoubtedly promising to be one 
of the most serious in the .history of 
the city, has been settied within a week’s 
time, meaning that perhaps a small ma­
jority of the 3,000 striking . carpenters 
will return to work on Monday.

“That this meeting is of the opinion 
tjiat enough bosses have signed the 
agreement to establish a prevailing rate, 
namely, forty-five cents-an hour, for an 
eight hdur day,/and that we declare the 
strike concluded m Saturday, noon.” '

the building situation in Toronto. The 
men have been emphatically forbidden to 
work with a non-union carpenter. This 
means that Toronto will be a closed 
town, at least as far as those 200 build­
ers who signed the agreement are con­
cerned.

IBulletin Says Canada Buys 65 Per Cent, 
of Goods in United States CM SEIMS MEMENIO 

OF SCOII ANTARCTIC TRAGEDY
Toronto, June 7—‘I have not seen a 

great deal of Canada, but it is ’a rip­
ping fine country,” volunteered Prince 
Albert, when he returned to Toronto 
from Niagara Falls.

“Niagara Fails is a charming place, 
and I am greatly enamored of the pic­
turesque spots and scenery on both the 
Canadian and American shores. I should 
like to see more of the dontinion, and I 
hope to be able to come back again. 
Many of my companions are greatly in­
terested in Canada and they tell me that 
they are anxious to see more such sights 
as Niagara Falls.

‘There is one thing that did not ap­
peal to me and that was the effort made 
by people everywhere I moved to catch 
a snapshot. If I turned to the right 
there were scores of people with their 
cameras focussed on me, and every time 
I tried to evade them many more would 
be in position in another direction. For. 
that reason I tried as far as possible to 
keep aloof from camera artists, but that 
did not help me to any extent, as they 
still persisted in snapping me no matter 
what position I was in.”

was Three Days’ Convcntien to Be 
Held in Chariottetewn in August

Washington, June 7—The United 
States ranks first as a caterer to Can­
ada’s needs and second as a customer of 
the northern neighbor’s supplies, says a 
report just completed by the Bureau of 
Foreign and Domestic Commerce. Can­
ada buys more from this country than 
from all other combined, having pur­
chased 65 per cent of its goods here last 
year.

The United States in 1912 took from 
Canada 38 per cent, of that country’s 
exports. This country today, says the 
report, takes almost the entire export 
of Canadian minerals of all kinds, the 
bulk of its forestry exports, more than 
half of the manufactures it sends • out, 
and a third of its fishery exports.

In spite of tariff preferences, it adds, 
Great Britain’s share of the Canadian 
market has steadily declined before the 
advance of American goods, geography 
having been too "much for tariffs.

NOW SHE’S A BRIDE London, June 7—A total of 52,580 

British emigrants left the United King­
dom for countries outside of Europe dur­
ing April, 1918. As many as 87,946 pro­
ceeded to other parts of the empire, 29,- 
984 going to Canada, and 5,588 to Aus­
tralia. Of the remaining 14,682 all but 
608 went to the United States.

In the first four months of the year 
188,850 natives of the British Isles emi­
grated and mere than three fourths of 
them have been retained within the em­
pire. They were distributed as follows: 
Canada, 66,911; Australia, 28,492; New 
Zealand, 4,881 ; British South Africa, 8,- 
866; other colonies and possessions, 3,- 
418; total British empire, 102,008 ; 
United States, 25,522 ; other foreign 
countries, 2,820; grand total, 135,850.

He writes that the British 
fleet is three times the strength of the 
German fleet, that Mr. Churchill has no 
ground for anxiety, and that there is 
not the least reason why England should 
take this measure so suddenly.

“If Canada,” he says, “had given these 
ships they would certainly have re­
mained in Canadian waters. Now the 
ships will remain in home waters and 
will directly strengthen the home fleet 
in the North Sea and the iron girdle 
which England is forging along the 
German coasts will be made stronger.”

Captain Persius asks if it is Mr. Chur­
chill’s wish to put an end to all the 
hopes which were entertained of an 
derstanding. When 1916 comes, three 
dreadnoughts, more perhaps, will not 
make much difference but is it wise with 
these three ships to reawaken the old 
mistrust and to give food for fresh agi­
tation for increasing German defences 
at sea. Thp naked fact remains, that 
England in this year is laying down 
eight capital ships instead of five; Ger­
many’s programme is three.

The Russian scientist went to Hull 
and demonstrated a method of preserv­
ing fish which, he said, was far more ef­
fective and much cheaper than the old 
salt and ice method. He had been work­
ing for fifteen years on this subject of 
fish curing.

Berlin, June 7—The discovery of some 
very ancient gold work, said to date 
from the seventh or eighth century be­
fore Christ, lias been made at Ebers- 
welde, a little town lying about an 
hour’s journey north of Berlin.

In an earthenware vessel a few inches 
high, seventy-eight articles made of gold 
and consisting of bracelets, drinking 
cups, rings, etc., have been found.

Considering the length of time they 
have been buried, they are said to be 
in an excellent state of preservation. One 
learned specialist declares that they are 
the work of the early Germanic inhabi­
tants of the district. Another holds 
that they are decidedly of Phoenician 
origin, and says that these enterprising 
traders penetrated into the interior of 
Germany from the Baltic more than 
2,500 years ago. •
