London, Nov. 26—The fear expressed by
Bir Wm, Ramsay in his recent speech to
the British Association that the coal sup-
ply of this country would be completely
exhausted in' 175 years is by no means
borne out by Mr. McKenna, the home
Secretary, in reply to questions in the
House of Commons. 4

Mr. McKenna said he moticed ‘that Sir
William’s forecast of the probable dura-
tion of the coal supplies of the country
did not take inte comsideration .certain
factors which have an important bearing
in the question. ' In the frst plage, his
estimate took no account of  the large
amount of coal in the fields unproved at
the time of the inquiry of the royal com-
mission, nor of the amount of coal lying
below the depth 'of 4,000 feet, which the
‘commission took to be the present limit
of workable coal, but which it may  be
found possible hereafter to exceed. |

Those two sources the commission esti- |
mated at more than 39,000,000,000 and B |
000,000,000 tons respectively, or together |
nearly half as much as the amount of coal
estimated to exist in the proved coal
fields.

Held Today In
Rome

SHONS TRAGE OF LLNES

Pontiff’s Step Less Sure But Stands
Fatigue Bravely.— Speaks on
Matters Affecting The ' Church
—Name of One Cardinal Not
Given Out.

Rome, Nov. 27—Obedient to a summonis
from Pope Pius X, the cardinale of Rome
assembled in a secret i today and
confirmed the Papal nomination of eigh-
teen new members of the College of Car-
dinals, the supreme’ governing body of the
Catholic Church.

AxheenteredhheEtﬂOfTheOMt-,
ory, where today’s ceremony took place,
his step was less sure-and the careworn
face' of His Holiness bore signs of his re-
cent, illness that had come to stay. Never-
theless he withstood the fatigne of the
long and trying ordeal bravely, with a
smile for each, and a word for several in
the long procession that passed before the -
Papal throne.

In accordance with the ecclesiastical law,
a public consistory must be held three
days after the private gathering, when
the new cardinals, with the exception of
those from Spain and Austria, will receive
their red hats. The Spanish and Austrian
prelates, as is provided in the. concordat
with those coumtries, must receive the
biretta first f the hands of their tem-
poral  sovereign. The public consistory
will be held on Thursday in the Hall Of
The Beatification instead of in the Sala
Regia as at first planned.

Today’s ceremony, though comparatively
simple, was carried out with a stately dig-
nity and form that has characterized the
institution from the earliest days. The
consistory was set for nine o’clock ‘and
early in the day great crowds gathered in
the piazza of St. Peter’s and around the
Basilica to witness the arrival of the car!
dinals and other dignitaries. Soon after
eight o’clock a procession of carriages was
entering the Porta Della passing through
the. court ‘of San Dameze from xzn their.

Spain especially had, he said, demon-
strated her true religious sentiment, and
he ended with the hope that God would
preserve her from the evil threatening her
peace and happiness.
