SHALL BRITAIN'S KING BE =~
CALLED EMPEROR SOME DAY?|

A movement is on foot to have the im-
memorial title King of England changed
to Emperor of the British. Lord Strath-
cona and Lord Mount Stephen have de-
clared themselves desirous of the improve-
ment, and any views that have been pub-
lished appearing to be favorable to the
idea. The king . is, of coprse, an emper-
or, and the latter title is more compre-
hensive than the former, therefore the
amendment is logical. The fact that an
idea 'is logical, however,  does not wmean
that it becomes automatically an actuality
under the British system. Other consid-
erations must be advanced in its favor,
and the impression is that the people of
Canada, Australia, South Africa.and other
parts ,of the .Empire will be gratified by
a further recognition of their importance
as citizens of  Greater Britain. This is
the strong argument for the change.

The King’s Wish
Tt is supposed that King George is

favoraple, .to. the proposal, and there can
be' ng doubt thaf; be knows more- about |

There is
no part of the dominions that he has not
visited, and it has been more than hinted
that he means to make another world
.our in a few years,’ and thus gratify a
long . cherished wish of our people and
those of the other self-governing colonies
to see their king as king Theories as to
royal wishes, however, must be extremely
speculative, and it need only be said that
if King George wishes to be known as Em-
peror of the British he has merely to as-
sume the title when he is crowned next
June.

A Royal Prerogative

It is one of the matters in which the
royal prerogative is supreme. The Bri-
tish Parliament has no control over the
matter except when the title would apply
to a crown possession like India, for which
the mother parliament still legislates. It
does mnot legislate for Canada, South Afr-
ica or Australia, and therefore would have
no voice in the matter. A Royal act, how-
ever, woyld have to be ratified by the
privy council, and if need be the council
summoned by the King could be limited
to members known to favor the change.
Manoeuvring; of- this sort, however. passi-
ble, is quite out of the question, and in
this matter, ‘as in all others, King George
will be guided by the advice of: his Min-

Maybe he reflected that' while emperors
were more or less numerous, ihe good
old title of King was getning searce. The
world has now eight emperors, namely of
Russia, of Germany, of Austria, of China,
of Japan, of Turkey, of Ab ssimia, and
of Morrocco, most of them having alter-
nate titles in more commgn use.

The World’s Empires :

Comparing the British Empire with the
others, we find that it e}cﬁénds over 10,-
000,000 square miles, and: comprises 390,-
000,000 people scattered in_ every latitude
and longitude on the habitable globe. Next
in extent is the Russia Empire of 8,647,
625 square miles and 155,433,300 people.
The title of Emperor of Russia was first
assumed by Vassili in 1520.". Third is Ger-
many, wrich has been an empire for 40
years, covers 208,780 square miles in Eur-
ope and about 1,000,000 square miles in
her colonies, with a tqm pepulation of
TS.OOO’OOOii In 1806 ‘Austrig became an em-
pire, It has a population of 26,000,000 and.

A ﬁm 124 ,‘Toiles.
The Emperor of Japan!reigns over 59,-
000,000 people, .of whom 10,000,600 are Cor-
eans.” In point -of population, China is
the greatest of the world’s empires, ‘the
population being about 417,000,000. 1f
Egypt’s 10,000,000 were included in the
British estimate, it would still fall short
of China’s population by seven millions.

The New Title }

When Queen Victoria was made Empress
of India by parliament it Wwas on the un-
derstanding that she should never permit
herself to be called empress, thongh it
was thought wise to have: the title on re-
cord. Similarly, it is possible that the
title of emperor.may be bestowed-on King
George, though he should continue to be
referred to by the shorter and not ugler,
word. The. proposed new official title
is as follows:—‘Our Sovereign Lord George
by the wish of his people. Emperor of
the British, and by the Grace of Gody
of the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Ireland, and of the British dominions
beyond the seas, King, Defender of the
Faith, Emperor, of India.”
