Moreover,
even before political union, there is
bound to be a perception on bothsides of
the line that trade between New Eng-
land and land to the north of it, with

THE TARTE-McGREEVY CHARGES
IN THE HOUSE OF COMMONS
YESTERDAY.

Measures I d by the
of Justice and Others.

Orrawa, May 11.—The minister of
marine introduced & bill to amend the
act respecting certificates to masters and
mates. The bill makes no change in
existing conditions, but gives the force
of law to the rules and regulations now
prevailing.

Sir John Thompson introduced a bill
respecting admiralty courts. The minis-
ter explained thatadmiralty courts have
until the present been under imperial
jurisdiction, but the imperial parliament
iast year, transferred the jurisdiction to
the colonies ard, thus made it necessary
for the colonies to create admiralty
courts. Itis now proposed to vest in
the exchequer court of Canada the busi-
ness now transacted in admiralty and
maritime courts, with certain additional
jurisdiction handed over by the im-
perial parliament. In order to prevent
centralization, it was proposed, until
other provision was made, to establish
admiralty divisions, one for each pro-
vince. Admiralty jurisdiction would be
given to & local court, with appeal to the
exchequer court and thence to the
supreme court of Canada.

providing that county court judges may
act in other districts than their own,
when necessary.

Nothing would give the Globe so. much
delight as to see five hundred of the
working people of 8t John, thrown out
of employment by the closing of the
mills. Such a calamity would enable
the Globe to say “I told you so” and to
point it out as one of the results of con-
federation. As between St. John and
Montreal the Globe may be relied on
to support Montreal, although as be-
tween Montreal and any American city
it would support the latter.

The Globe last evening published a lot
of extracts from Upper Province papers
relative to the cotton mill affair, al-
though it well knew that most of the
statements made in these extracts were
incorrect and that comsequently the
opinions founded wupon them were
erroneous. In these extracts the bank
has been made to appear in the guise of
a deeply ipjured party and the judge
as almost a criminal because he has
declined to permit the bank to repudiate
its own agreement and close the mills.
All the sniffleing protestations of the
bank managers,and the syndicate people
that they never intended to close the
mill deceive nobody. If the mills are
now running it is because of the bold
stand taken by Judge Palmer and the
Bank of Montreal deserves no more
credit for its present attitude, than a
greedy vulture which after seizing a
lamb has been beaten off and
compelled. to relinquish its prey by the
keeper of the flock. If the bank had
been permitted to have its way the mills
would have been closed months ago,
never to be opened more, and five hun-
dred of our industrious people would have
been without employment.

The Weekly Financial Review has
been received from the banking house
of Henry Clews & Co., New York.
Among other remarks are the follow-
ing:—

‘Ibe “bull” campaign has now had
three weeks of trial. -During the last
four weeks, we have exported about
$19,000,000 of gold, which has to that
extent depleted the reservesof the banks;
and this has been not only a severe but
also a more or less unexpected test of
the strength of the stock market. Under
an ordinary state of things, such a drain
would have sufficed to cause important
gelling of long stocks and a big decline
in prices; but,in the present coudition
of things, while it has encouraged active
selling by the “bear” operators, it has
not prevented a material rise in prices
and hassimply acted as a preventive
of a still further advance.

The recent cold wave has come too
late to cause any appreciable injury to
either the winter or spring ¢rops of
wheat. The latest advices from the other
leading wheat-growing countries afford
little improvement on the unfavorable
prospects of their harvest; and we have,
therefore, still a reasonable promise of an
extraordinary export of this cereal at
much above average prices. This alone
is sufficient to insure a course of the
foreign\exchangea that will contribute
largely towards meeting the interior de-
mand for currency during the fall
months.

While there may be reason for
moderation in stock operations for the
moment, there is none for apprehension

GREAT CATCH OF HERRING.

) : § of F Vessels d at
Georgetown, P, E. I.

Georgetown harbor for the last two
days presented a most interesting sight.
From the Thrum Capon the east to
Montague Ferry wharfon the west, the
harbor was one mass of tapering spars;
and evegyone who saw the magnificent
schooners hailing from Nova Scotia must
have felt that the protection of the fish-
eries is bearing “good fruit.” The
schooners have been coming daily since
the- first of this week,but the herring
did not strike in in large quantities un-
til Thursday morning.

But since that time what a work it has
been. Thousands and thousands of bar-
rels of fish were in the waters of George-
town harbor, and the fishermen of that
town, being provided with nets, secured
an immense haul. The vessels gave
from $1 to $1.40 per barrel, and the fish-
ermen had no {rouble or expense, saving
to cast their nets into the water and load
their boats. As much as ten barrels
have been taken from one cast of an or-

dipary net. The men who were fitted
out have made grand wages, from $10 to
$15a day being only common luck.
‘And the work goes on yet, for not nearly
all the Nova Scotia fleet have been sup-
plied and many of them will make a
gecond trip. American schooners are in
the harbor and they are looking with
longing eyes at bait their competitors
are taking almost free while they would
have to get out a license at a cost of $1.50
per ton before they could buy. One
American captain took alicense 8o I hear,
but the rest are going to the Magdalen
Islands.

Vessels from as far as Grand Manan,
in New Brunswick are in Georgetown af-
ter herring, and the unexampled quant-
ity in the harbor will give them what
they want.— Charlottetown Examiner.

In 1886 Thomas McGreevy used his in-
fluence to procure for the said firm a con-
tract for dredging at Quebec, Ppoxr'.iculm‘ly
influencing engineer Henry F. Perley to
ﬁt an exorbitant rate, whereof Thomas

cGreevy received twenty-five thousand
dollars.

Further charges refer to the subsidized
steamer Admiral, of which one Charbot
is nominal owner, but which Mr. Tarte
says belongs to Mr. McGreevy and has
brought him in $I2,400 a year, the total
sum so received being $120,000.

Other charges refer to a retaining wall
at Quebec, the allegations being of the
same character as the graving dock
charges.

In summing up Mr. Tarte says that
Thomas McGreevy has received from
Larkin, Connolly & Co., for the use of
his influence, $200,000. He also alleged
$40,000 additional had been received
by him out of the Bay Chalenr railway
subsidies. It is also set forth that Mr.
MeGreevy has for many years occupied
the same house at Ottawa as Sir Hector,
for the purpose of creating the impress-
jon that he has great influence over the
minister. s

After reading his charges, Mr. Tarte
concluded by moving for a select com-
mittee with jpower to send for papers,
take evidence and submit & report, said
committee to be composed of the fol-
lowing members: Wood of Brockville,
ex-Speaker  Kilpatrick, ex-Speaker
Ouimet, Weldon of Albert, Prior, Hon.
