The newest fad among the young men
in New York is to let their hair grow long.
It seems that in a certain set in London
there has arisen a sudden rage for those
lengthy locks which not a great whiie
back were Jooked upon as effeminate and
ridiculous, says The Brooklyn Eagle.
A club man standing in the window of
his favorite clubhouse, the other day,
