During the past year the district has been 

under more than ordinary expense. This 
was owing to the necessity of procuring a 
new steam tire engine, the unusual number 
of tires, and the repairs made to the engine 
house.

On assuming office the Board was notified 
that the boiler of the steftm tire engine was 
in bad repair and required immediate atten­
tion. They had it examiued and found it 
beyond repair, and that temporary arrange­
ments would have to be made until a new 
or another engiue could be procured. A 
portable boiler was procured and attached 
to the engine and worked satisfactorily as a 
stationary pump.

At ter inquiry the Board received the fol­
lowing offers for rep firing or replacing the 
old engine ;

Mr. Joe. M. Ruddock of Chatham offered 
to supply a suitable steel boiler for $1000, 
and stated it would take two months to 
perform the work, and that it would be 
necessary to send the engine to Cnath»m.

The Pictou Foundry Co’y offered to re­
place the old boiler for $700, provided the 
engine was sent to Piotoq, the Board to pay 
freight both ways, and estimated the repairs 
woull require three months.

Mr. John D Ronald of Brussels, Out., the 
maker of the engine, offered to replace the 
boiler for $700, the engine to be sent to his 
shops in Brussels at the expense of the 
Board. He also offered to supply a satis 
factory larger engine at once, in exchange 
for the old one and $1200, the engine to be 
sent here on approval, freight prepaid by 
him.
