The development of aerial science
is quicker than the evolution of steam-
ships, rallway engines, motor cars, or
wireless telegraphy. ‘While other na-
strive for aerial navies , Great
Britain, the world’s banker-carrier,
lags behind.

Is the Fleet at the
to extinction by Zeppelins, the Gross,
and the Parsefal types? The Nore
is three hundred miles from Cologne,
and Zeppelin's feat of nine hundred
and fifty miles of manoeuvring over
cities is a clotted fact. Private citi-
zens, to their great honor, have come
forward to form the Aerial League of
the British Empire for the purpose of
gaining command of the air. The
Aeria]l League, like the Navy League,
is doing the work of 'national service.

The sum of the matter is that we
landsmen receive from the Nore Fleet
more than we give. Old Age Pensions
should have come after a rise in pay
to officers and men. The ideal of the
poor gentlemen of the Fleet is the
greatest thing in the world — loyalty,
reverence, obedience, courage, cndur-
ance, and self-sacrifice.

BOARD DECIDES

Government to Decide Mat-
ter of Extension of
Holidays Today.

The regular meeting of the Board of
School Trustees was held last evening,
the chairman, R. B. Emerson, presid-
ing. The following were present:
Messrs. R. B. Emerson, D.' H. Nase, M.
Coll, Russell, George E. Day, H. C.
Smith and E. Manning, Dr. H. S.
Bridges, Mayor BullocK, Truant Officer
McMann and "Mrs, Skinner; °
* After the minutes of the previous
meeting were read and adopted, the re-
port of the teachers’ meeting, held
after the last regular meeting of the
board, was adopted on’' motion of
Mayor Bullock. A communication from
Israel Patchell, ‘95 St. Patrick street,
was then read. Mr. Patchell was in-
jured while working at Victoria school.
e stated that if he did not receive
$100 from the board within three days
he would cause them further trouble.
He would not take one : cent
less than one . hundred dollars
matter was, on motion, re—
ferred ' to the Visitors of Vic-
toria school to consider and report
thereon.

The report was then read, showing
the number of days teachers were ab-
sent. The report stated that there
were 22 schools, 162 teachers, and 7,370
pupils. The report was, on motion,
adepted.

Mayor Bullock asked the superinten-
dent if teachers were paid while ab-
sent.

Dr. Bridges stated that it was cus-
tomary to pay them if they asked leave
of absence to attend a funeral, mar-
riage, etc., when the absence would
only extend over one or two days;

Rallway Had Exiremely Successful Year—

MONTREAL, Aug. 9—A dividend of
2% per cent. on the preferred and 3
per cent. on the common stock of the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company
for the half year ending June 30th last,
was declared today at a meeting of
the board of directors. Additional pay-
ment of one-half of one per cent. will
be made on the common stock from
the interest of proceeds of land sales.
Gross earnings for the fiscal year
were $76,314,321; net earnings, $22,955,-
573. The net income from steamships
and other sources was $2,306,488, and
the total net income $25,762,061. The
net revenue available for dividends af-
ter deducting fixed charges, amount
transferred to the steamship fund, and
contribution to the pension fund, is
$14,955,028. - The surplus carried forward
after payment of all dividends is $3-
847,161.

SAVED ENGLAND FROM
A WAR WITH RUSSIA

(Montreal Standard.)

An interesting sidelight upon the
strained relations now existing be-
tween Japan and China was given at
the Windsor Hotel by Mr. Vajlentine
Chirol, the director of the Foreign
Department of the London Times, who
is here on his way home from Japan.
Mr. Chirol is one of the greatest liv-
ing authorities upon Japanese and
Chinese questions, and has written ex-
tensively on these subjects, both in
journalistic and book form.

It appears that —when Mr. Chirol
left Japan there was great diploma-
tic activity on the part of both China
and Japan, presaging drastic measures
to be taken by the latter against
China. According to tlie Japanese ver—
sion, the Chinese Government had sent
an insolent reply to Japan with refer-
ence to - the reconstruction of the
Autung-Mukden Railway, the reply
containing most unreasonable propos-
als, The Japanese Goverament con-
siders the reconstruction of the rail-
way highly urgent, and desires to com-
mence work this year.

JAPAN’S ATTITUDE JUST.

Mr. Chirol, who has made a close
study of the present political situation
there, says that Japan’s attitude Is
not only peaceable but just. Shown a
telegram from Tokio in which the
Japanese newspaper Kokumin says
that “Unless China’s mood changes
before the conclusion of the ' current
month, Japan will be obliged to as-
sume a different attitude,” Mr. Chirol
remarked that the Kokumin was one
of the most influential and well-in-
formed of Japanese newspapers, and
considerable reliance could be placed
upon its statements. -

“The only questions of great import-
ance between China and Japan when
I left Yokohama just.over three weeks
ago,” he said, were the Fakumen Ralil-
way question being one of the minor
disputes. The chief objection on the
part. of .the Japanese. Government to
the building by Ching of the Fakumen
Railway is that it would parallel the
South Manchurian Railway, as the
Chinese-Eastern Railway, taken from
the Ruyssians in Manchuria, is now
known. <China negotiated with two
British firms to finance and build this
railway, and did so in spite of objec-
tions on the part eof Japan, and know-
ing that by doing it she was violating

her engagement made under the terms
of the Peking convention of December,
1905.

NO RESPONSIBLE STATESMEN.

_ “The great difficulty is that at pre-
sent there are no responsible states-
men at Feking, no mzn of weight, and
emong the progressive party in Chgna,
especially in the provinzes, the feel-
ing is growing strong, and in som®
respects it is a legitimate feeling, that
China should be for the Chinese.

Speaking of the Anglo-Japanese Alli=
ance, Mr. Chirol said in his opinion
this prevented war between Great
Britain and Russia, and he also be-
lieved the settlement of the difficulties
in Central Asia, mcreé particularly ths
recent happenings at Teherah, werae
made possible without serious troubls
cnly because of the existence of the
Anglo-Japanese Alliance.

“Iad there been no Russo-Japanese
war,” he said, ‘“and no Anglo-Japan-
ese alliance, troubles like those which
have arisen in Persia would have pro-
hably” led to conflict between us and
Russia, and certainly would have re-
sulted in a situation of great tension
and danger. It is because of the war
and the Alliance that Russia is see-
ing for the first time the advantage
of coming to a satisfactory arrange-
ment with us regarding Central Asia,
or, as I prefar to call it, the Middic
East.”

INQUIRY INTD

MONCTON, Aug. 9.—The inquiry
touching the conduct of James Kay,
stipendiary magistrate and city court
commissioner of this city, by Mariner

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YOUNG WOMAN
FOULLY SLAIM

ROCHESTER, N. Y., Aug. 9.—That
Anna Schumaker, the 17 year old girl
whose body was found this morning
partly buried in Holy Sepulchre Cem-
etery, having been choked and beaten
to death after being criminally as-
saulted, is the conclusion based on
the autopsy held this afternoon Dby
Coroner Henry Kleindienst, but many
of the circumstances of the crime,
even to the exact place where it was
committed, can still be only guessed
at.

The police declared tonight that
they had come into the possession of
a new clue, which indicated that the
guilty person is still in this city.

The broken spade, which is relied on
to give some indication of the murder
was found near the lonely spot where
the victim's body was hidden. The
shovel was stolen fromr a shed at St.
Rernard’s Seminary and its use lends
plausibility to the belief that the mur-
derer was not unfamiliar with the
locality. Having secured the spade,
he must have dragged the bddy into
the shrubbery, and with su¢h care as
was possibile in the darkness, dug a
shallow trench into 'which he later
placed the corpse, covering it w ‘h
earth and leaves. The v work mf
have consumed considerable time.

The autopsy emphasized the brutal-
ity of the crime.
