Annapolfs Royal, N. 8, May 11—
Jerusha Collins, widow of the Hon.
Thomas Johnson died at her home in
Lockeport, on Tuesday at the advanc-
ed age of ninety-three years. The de-
ceased was a daughter of the late
John Locke, one of the earliest in-
hibitants and settlers of Locke's Is-
land, as the town was formerly call-
ed. She was a sister of the late Sen-
ator Locke. She was first married to
Capt. Robert Dickenson Todd, who
carried on an extensive West Indian
business. By him she had four chil-
dren, two of whom died in early life.
The other two survive her, Mrs. Austin
Locke, of Lockeport and Mrs. Enos
Churchill, of Dartmouth.

In the seventh year of their mar-
ried life Capt. Todd was drowned
while on a voyage to the West Indies.
Some years later his widow married
the late Hon. Thomas Johnson, who
died in 1903. Since then she has liv-
ed with her son-<in-law, Austin Locke.

Mrs. Johnson was a woman of re-
markably strong character. In religion
she was a Baptist, being a consistent
member of that Church from her
youth. To the day of her death she
retained faculties with all their keen-
ess and force and she had few of the
infirmities of old age“and none of its
decreptitude.
