The 500 men who will soon be add­
ed to the force of forest rangers must 
know the craft of the woodman, 
of all. They must know the diffe 
kinds of trees; 
pack a saddle 
a week's supply of food, so that not 
even the buckings of the most obstin­
ate broncho can dislodge It.

How To Shoot.
They must know how to shoot, and 

shoot straight. Often the lives of the 
rangers depend on this.

In the millions of acres of wood 
land that are policed by the rangers, 
there lurk dangers from which ail 
but tliu bravest would shrink.

First and greatest danger is that 
of tire. If a ranger, on his solitary 
trek through the pathless woodland 
sees a tire, lie must stay there and 
put it out. • Sometimes be must, use 
his own bare hands and fight it. His 
coat may help beat out the flames in 
the underbrush, and if the coat is lost, 
he still has the consolation that he 
lias done his duty.

His blankets may be sacrificed in 
the same way. If his horses take 
fright and run from the fire, he must 
face the situation as best he van.

No Dodging.
There can be no dodging of such 

hardship. He MUST do his duty, 
even if he has no boss over him. 
There Is just one word that sums up 
what ought to be uppermost in the

ranger’s life, and that is the word 
MUST.

He has no set working hours. They 
may be one. or they may be 24 hours

under his direction. They must patrol 
the whole forest once each week. 
Each has his path mapped out, and 
none sees a companion until the week 
is over. There are steep trails to 
thread, hard both for man and beast. 
There is surveying to be done in war­
mer weather, and then there is some 
relaxation because parties of men un­
dertake the work.

In the winter, when winds drive 
blizzards through the northern forest 
country, the ranger may be the only 
human being who dares face the cold 
and snow.

Yet there is another side to the 
ranger’s work. He lives in the most 
bracing air In th** world. It's the kind 
of air that would make a well man 
out of an invalid. He has plenty to 
eat, aud the finest.

His bill of fare from .day to day 
is limited only by his choice and his 
aim. for deer and bear, not to mention 
smaller game, crowd the timber. Then 
he has the wild, free life of the rover, 
and all that it means to one previous 
ly shut up iu a city. His living ex­
penses are few, and the pleasures that 
lie gets out of life are wholesome 
pleasures, such as are denied most of 
us who live in cities.

Altogether, the ranger's is one of 
the most peculiar jobs in the Unite# 
States. Uncle Sam needs lots of them 
now, but before long the jobs will be 
fewer than the would-be rangers.
