One of the 
men below was shaving and had laid 
his razor down. Dujay snatched it up 
and slashed his throat twice before 
he could be prevented.

Medical assistance was at once sum­
moned but the unfortunate man was 
beyond aid and expired a few minutes 
afterward. The unfortunate man was 
a native of Moncton but it appears 
had been living in Montreal, where It 
is understood his parents reside for 
some time and had come back to 
Moncton to live. His record as a citi­
zen of Moncton appeared to be good. 
He had been called as a witness in a 
Scott .Act case in which the accused 
liquor seller had been proven guilty 
and the usual fine imposed. Dujay 
was later arrested on a perjury charge 
and was taken to the county gaol at 
Dorchester to await his hearing be­
fore the Police Magistrate of Sunny 
Brae. During the course of his hear­
ing he was operated upon for appen­
dicitis and other ailments and had 
not fully recovered from the effects of 
the operation when his hearing was 
completed and he was sent up for 
trial at the next sitting of the Su­
preme Court and was In the county 
gaol when he committed the rash act 
this morning.

An Inquest was held this afternoon 
and the following verdict was ren-

"We the undersigned jurors sworn 
to enquire into the cause of the death 
of George Dujay, who died in the com­
mon Gaol of the County of Westmor­
land, on the fourth day of May, A.D. 
1914, find, first that the said George 
Dujay came to his death by cutting 
his throat with a razor and thereby 
inflicted fatal Injuries; that he died
