Germany Making Reprisals Because Crews of Submarines 
Are Being Held as Pirates—Imprison an Officer FoP 
Every Member of Submarine Crew Held Prisoner in Eng­
land.

Paris, April 12, via London, April 12.—The following official commu­
nication Issued this evening says:

“At Les Eparges, during the,night of April 11-12, after a somewhat 
severe cannonade and rifle fire, the Germans, at 4.30 o'clock this morn­
ing delivered a counter-attack but were repulsed.

“In the Wood of Allly, and In the region of Fllrey, there were vio­
lent artillery actions, but no Infantry engagements.

“In the forest of Le Pretre, at about eight o'clock yesterday even­
ing, an attempted attack by the enemy on the northwestern part of the 
Quart En Reserve was easily repulsed.

“In Courie today we drove the Germans from a section of a 
trench line which they had previously captured and in which they had 
succeeded in holding their ground.

“During the night of April 11-12, about 1.30 o'clock in the morning, 
a German dirigible airship dropped seven bombs on Nancy. One of 
these fell near the civilian hospital, and another near a school. Two 
fires were caused by the bombs, but they were promptly extinguish­
ed."

London, April 13, 1.32 a. m.—A despatch to Reuter’s Telegram Com­
pany from Amsterdam says:

“The German government has decided to make reprisals against 
British officers, prisoners for the treatment that Is being accorded the 
prisoners of German submarine boats In England. For each prisoner 
of a submarine erew, and for the duration of hie harsh treatment, which 
it Is contended, Is contrary to International law, It has been resolved by 
Germany to treat likewise a British officer, without distinction of per­
son.

he had been engaged in business con­
ference only a few hours before, it was 
well night Impossible for him to ex­
press the shock to his feelings when 
he heard on his arrival home that Mr. 
Babbitt had been so suddenly called 
to his reward. It was impossible also, 
in a few short words, to convey any 
appreciable expression of the extent 
of the loss to the province through 
Mr. Babbitt's death.

As the Premier had remarked he 
had been for over fifty years In the 
service of the crown, and a more faith­
ful and honest servant could not be 
found In any province in Canada. 
He (Landry) had been Intimately as­
sociated with Mr. Babbitt during fhe 
last couple of years and could say that 
he might with advantage be taken as 
a guide and example by other officials. 
As a citizen every man would recog­
nize him as being one of the most 
worthy, and as a man, a pattern to 
all. Now that he had gone to his re­
ward they could look to him as one 
worthy to follow. He might also add 
some testimony to Mr. Babbitt's worth 
in private life and as a parent, but 
such a matter was too personal to be 
dealt with lightly. For himself and 
for the House, Dr. Landry said he 
wished to express to Mr. Babbitt’s 
family the deep sense of loss all had 
sustained by his death. From the 
standpoint of personal friendship pe 
said he had occasion to work with 
many people since he entered publlo 
life, but he had never met any man 
who proved himself such a thorough 
friend as Mr. Babbitt had done. It 
was with very deepest regret that he 
realized the loss which he personally, 
and the province at large, sustained, 
a loss which in many respects was ir­
reparable.

Mr. Carter said that some good rea- 
son should be shown as to why an 
unanimous recommendation of the 
Corporations Committee of the bill had 
been made. Opposition to the bill had 
developed entirely from a company 
owning another cemetery, and persons 
who owned some real estate which 
they bought for speculative purposes 
and which they felt this bill might af­
fect, so far as values were concerned.

Hon. Mr. Baxter said that he had 
not received any protest against the 
passage of the bill from a single per­
son outside of those who had appear­
ed against it before the committee, 
and if there was any reason why the 
bill should not pass he felt that resi­
dents of the Parish of Slmonds, which 
was part of the constituency which he 
had the honor to represent, would 
have presented some of their protests 
to him.
He realized that there were some rea­
sons why perhaps it would be well for 
honorable member for the city of St. 
John, who was chairman of the cor­
porations' committee, to reopeh in fu­
ture for further hearing, but he felt 
that the bill now before committee 
should pass. Mr. Carson said he had 
listened with interest to honorable 
member for City of St. John, but tinre 
were some people who lived in the 
County of St. John, and this bill was 
one which effected the county and 
not the city. Honorable member for 
the City of St. John had objected lo 
the bill passing because it would mean 
that funerals would have to pass 
along going to the cemetery, but he 
would like to know what provision 
honorable member could make that 
would do away with having funerals 
pass along the streets of any city. 
Fernhill was nearer the city limits 
than this cemetery would be, and if 
the people of the Parish of Slmonds 
had no complaint to make against 
this hill he did not think the people 
of the city had any right to kick. Mr. 
Lockhart said that he realized there 
was considerable in what his colleague 
from the City of St. John had to say, 
but to all practical purposes this 
cemetery would come within the pro­
visions of the general cemeteries act, 
so far as its location in regard to the 
city limits was concerned. This 
cemetery would be further out from 
the city than Fernhill, and while the 
latter is a very beautiful property and 
admirably conducted, there were 
many who were not able to bear the 
expense of owning and maintaining 
lots there, and should this bill pass 
he believed it would be easier for 
many people who desired to purchase 
lots. He also believed that the site 
of the proposed cemetery was a suit­
able location.

tered the committee prejudiced by the 
utterances of press and pulpit, and of 
the opinion that a great wrong had 
been done, but that he was now pre­
pared to stand by the majority report 
as warranted by the facts.

Mr. McCurdy replied to a statement 
which he quoted from a pamphlet is­
sued by the Liberal Information Bu­
reau. stating that the government was 
to blame for the sample boots, since 
it had delayed three weeks after war 
broke out before placing an order for 
the boots.

Favors To None
The Minister of Militia observed, at 

this juncture, that no contractor. Grit 
or Tory, who had asked to be placed 
on the patronhge list had been refus 
ed tliat privilege.

Sir James Aikins, claimed that the 
minority report was totally inconsis­
tent with the evidence, and was a par­
tisan document.

The Prime Minister said that those 
who had presented the minority re­
port had overlooked an important fact; 
namely, that the war broke out on 
August 4th. He asked the house and 
country to consider the magnitude of 
the task of equipping, in six weeks, a 
force of 33,000 men, every one of 
whom had to bd supplied with sixty- 
six articles for his personal use. The 
Prime Minister ventured to believe 
that the people would wonder that 
the task had been so successfully ac­
complished. Even In Great Britain 
difficulties had taken place over the 
supply of boots. "I am sorry that hon­
orable gentlemen opposite seem to 
sympathize with efforts to discredit 
Canadian manufacturers, to the detri­
ment of business conditions In Cana­
da, which have deprived this country 
of contracts it might have obtained, 
and in that way have taken the bread 
out of the mouths of Canadian work- 
ign men. That is a very poor busi­
ness for any man in Canada to be en­
gaged. In, whether in this house or 
out of it."

The Prime Minister said that the 
Laurier government had provided a 
certain type of boots at the time of 
the South African war.

St. George, April 13.—This morning 
a special train will leave St. George 
for Fredericton. Over seventy-five 
elector^ of Eastern Charlotte will ap­
pear before the corporation committee 
asking a favorable hearing In the ap­
plication of the Canada Docks Railway 
Company for a charter to build a rail­
road from St. George to Back Bay.

The delegation is the outcome of a 
meeting of the Board of Trade. At this 
meeting it was brought before the elec­
tors of Eastern Charlotte that their 
interests were seriously threatened by 
opposition from St. Stephens.

The resolution adopted by the 
Board of Trade of St. Stephen last 
year was read to the meeting. It was 
to the effect that the legislature 
should take no action in regard to 
railroads intending to develop the 
ports of Eastern Charlotte, without 
first consulting the St. Stephen board. 
The discussion of this peculiar resolu­
tion brought forth some pretty sharp 
criticism, the opinion being unanimous 
that St. George and Eastern Charlotte 
were well able to look after their own 
interests and that the time had arrived 
when the Board of Trade at St. Ste­
phen should be notified to this effect 
Their interference with Eastern Char­
lotte development should cease and 
they were in no position to assume a 
fatherly interest in L'Etang.

Babbitt, I.S.O., who died at his post on 
Saturday afternoon after 55 years of 
faithful service, were paid in the legis­
lature this evening by Premier Clarke 
and Hon. Dr. Landry, provincial 
tacy treasurer.

When the House adjourned this 
evening, the Premier moved that the 
House do not meet again until 8 
o'clock tomorrow evening and 
bers of the government and members 
of the legislature will attend the fu­
neral tomorrow afternoon in a body.

Fredericton, N. B.. April 12—The 
house met at 8.30 o'clock.

Hon. Mr. Clarke said It was his sad 
duty to announce to the house the 
sudden demise of George N. Babbitt, 
deputy provincial treasurer, of the 
province. While not required by reg­
ulations to attend to his office on Sat­
urday afternoon, Mr. Babbitt in 
cise of that duty which he so faith­
fully performed at all times, return­
ed to the department after lunch to 
attend to some work which he felt 
was Important and pressing. While 
engaged there death suddenly over­
took him and he passed away peace­
fully, painlessly and full of years. Mr. 
Babbitt served the province for a pe­
riod exceeding half a century', having 
entered upon his duties on October 
29, 1860. During all the time of his 
connection with the civil service he 
was faithful and true and very much 
esteemed. Outside of his immediate 
family, none will more sincerely 
mourn his sad death than those with 
whom he was officially associated. It 
required no word of his to testify to 
deceased’s worth. His life was an

H. Laird, New York; Robert N. Ag- 
new. New York; Henry W. Welch, 
Toronto ; Jos. Douât, Toronto; and Cl. 
W„ and W. L. E. March.

The capital stock of the company is 
380,000 and the head office St. George. 
The company are seeking a port for 
the steamers of the Canada, Jamaica 
steamship Company, and the people 
of this section feel that this is the 
opening so long looked for, the first 
step in recognition of the port of 
L’Etang.

They look forward confidently for 
the support of Premier Clarke and 
Messrs. Grimmer and Guptill, all mem­
bers of the committee and as the com­
pany ask no assistance of any kind 
from the government they expect fav­
orable action by the committee and 
legislature.
