Value of Building $60,000, Plant and '
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Some Fire

One of the ugliest looking fires the
city hes seen for meny months broke
out shortly before eleven o'clock lass

the alarm been rumg in than fares
burst out on the roof, and in & very
short while the entire building was a
roaring furnace. Within' a minuts or
two of the alanm' having been glvem,
the entire fire fighting appliances of
the city were on the cceme and weme
quickly in ectfon. The premises are
used wholly as ofifices and it was whol-
1y out of the question to i1y to salvage
any of the contents, so rapidly had the
fire gained possession of the buflding
Fortunately there was little or no wind
or there is no telling to what embent
the fire might have spread.

‘Waehington, = April - «82 —(United
News) —Frequent statemiépts credit-
ed to Englisn sources that she British
Empire will soon control the future
petroleum supplies of the world are
born out by imformation in posses-
slon of various departments of the
government,

No disposition exists to blame Brig-
aln for her exploi ations—they are ne-
garded as en effort to mesure fuel Sup~
plies for her own warships, commer-
cial fleets and industries. But the ac-
tivities of Great Britain, coupled with
those of other countries are used to
warn America that her own supply of
petroleum is dwindling, eand that be.
fore long she will be dependent on
foreign supplies.

Acquisition of foreign ofl lands by
Americans is urged by government ob-
servers to insure fuel for the new
menchant fleet, the more than six mil.
lion automobiles, the navy, which, it
is asserted, will be the largest in the
world, and to provide the vast quam-
itles of petroleum required by indus-
try. Only in this way, it is asserted,
can America avoid @ tremendous toll
in profits to the financial interests of
other countries tn years to come.

It wais recently learmed by one gov-
erument agency, for instance,
English intere
large concessions in Peru, and exclu-
sive rights to explore for oil there. It
was said today by one authority there
is mot a section of the world likely to
produce oil where British interests are
not seeking arramgements which will
enable them to control ofl from the
well to the consumer.

Land Taxation.

(Bdmonton Journal.)

The Alberta provincial treasurér re-
ports ithat there are $3,5600,000 arrears
on wild tand taxes. In the face of this
fact, which #s by no means peculiar to
this province, and the huge amount of
urban lamdgwhich is coming into the
possession of the municipalities be-
cause the owners have not paid thetr
taxes omn it, we find it difficult to un-
dergtand how Mr. Crerar and others
can argue serfously that the Dominion
should look to land taxation for a large
part of its revenue.
