of day labor was a bad one. The ad-
ministration of a principle might be wrong
but that did not affect the principle, and
there was rapid accumulation of evidence
that the principle was the best and cheap-
est. In one-half the cases where work
Was done by contract the result of the
contract system was unsatsfactory in some
way or other. The contractors had to
make money out of labor and material,
and public sentiment favored the labor
system. Trade unions throughout the
country were in favor of the principle,
and the members of these unions were
men who did the work and who felt the
pinch when the contractor was trymng to
make profit out of his contract. He assured
the minister of public works that the
people of the country did and would sup-
port any minister who applied it.

Ralph Smith (Nanimo) said that one
objection raised by Dr. Sprolue to day
labor was that men employed by the gov-
ernment would prcbably get a little more
than the average wage, another was that
the government were enabled to gain votes
by the patronage they enjoyed under the
system. - What did it matter to the coun-
try if the government did make votes by
adopting the day labor system so {ong
as the work was well done without any
loss to the country? The minister ot
public works, in adopting the principle,
was acting in accordance with the desires
of trades umions all over the country.
They congratulated the minister upon ex-
tending the application of the system as
far as possible in performing public works
and in assuring to the working men fair
and reasonable wages.

The house made' fairly good progress
with the public works estimates and ad-
journed at midnight.

Ottawa, March 5—(Special)—Hon. Mr.
Fitzpatrick introduced in the house today
a government bill with respect to tele-
phones and telegraphs.

W. F. MacLean congratulated the gov-
ernment on the introduction of the bill
but thought that they might have gone
farther and placed the telegraph and tele-
phone under the control of the postmaster
general, the same as in Britain. This, he
said, would be the first step towards state
owned telegraph and telephones. He
thought ‘that had the government investl-
gated more fully the system in Great
Britain, they would have done this, as
there was no doubt that public opinion
tended towards state control of all those
utilities, which were at present under the
control of corporations. Patriotism in his
opinion went with public ownership and
where ‘telephones, telegraphs and ralways
were owned by the state they were run
in the interests of the state, whereas at
present they were run in the interests of
the outside corporations controlling them.

The bill was given its first reading.

Mr. Monk, of Jacques Cartier, made 2
speech of more than an hour in an en-
deavor to have the government bring
down & copy of all correspondence, papers,
documents and despatches between the
British government and the Canadian au-
thorities in reference to the Clayton-
Bulwer treaty as well as those in refer-
ence to the Alaskan boundary since the
last adjournment of the joint high com-
mission.

Mr. Monk, in support of his motion,
stated that the prescnt was a most oppor-
tune time for parhainent to become ac-
quainted with the correspondence and
negotiations in connection with these nego-
tiations. He held that according to rules
in the English parliament the house should
be fully informed on these matters.

Premier Lauricr, in reply to Mr. Monk,
stated that there was mo.law of parlia-
ment which would call for the produc-
tion of the papers. Mr. Monk, he said,
had quoted lodd’s pariiamentary pro-
cedure but that very authority was the
one swhich ruled that, while negotiations
were pending, it would be the highest
breach of parliamentary etiquette to ex-
pose any negotiations pending with for-
eign countries. In this case, to bring
down the papers requested, would be to
expose negotiations between Britain and
the United States. Mr. Monk had said
that the Clayton-Bulwer treaty was alien.
That might be so. Canada at no time
had any direct interest in the Clayton-
Bubwer treaty, but that treaty and that
Alaskan boundary matter had been joined
together as a means to an end, conse-
quently the working of the negotiations
had been ome within the other and it
would now be impossible to separate them.
The Alaskan boundary matter was, unfor-
tunately. still pending. It-would there-
fore be impossible to bring down any of
the papers without 'revealing the negotia-
tions between the British and United
States governments. As for the state-
ments made by Mr. Bourassa to the effect
that Sir Louis Davies had for weeks been
endeavoring to get the British representa-
tives to stand by Canada’s interests, Sir
Wilfrid said he bhad a letter in his hand
from Sir Louis denying in toto the insmu-
ations made against Lord Herschell.

Mr. Monk wanted the letter laid on the
table, but Sir Wilfrid refused to do so
until Mr. Bourassa was present, when he
would do so.

Sir Hibbert Tupper wanted to know how
long the country would have to wzit for
an explanation of these negotiations.

Sir Richard Cartwright told Sir Hib-
bert that as a lawyer he ought to know
that there was mothing in the world so
prejudicial to a case than the production
of a few ganbled documents relating there-
to. It would be of great injury to Canada
if, for the purpose of satisfying legitimate
curiosity, these documents were made pulb-
lie.

Sir Richard also paid a high trbute to

Tord Herschell of whom he said there

could be no complaibbe , ;- . issew
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This statement was corroborated by
John Charlton, who said he found Lord
Herschell always anxious to do all he
could to favor the interests of Canada.

The motion was lost on division.

Mr. Charlton then moved to have the
different points of the auditor general’s
report published in parts according as they
were completed. He said this would be
very advantageous as the members would
then have the report in advance of the
gession.

Mr. Fielding opposed the motion on the
grounds that it would incur a great deal
of extra labor in preparation. He thought
that it would be better to specify a cer-
tain time at which the report should be
published. If it was not complete on tifat
date then he would have a supplementary
report.

R. L. Borden argued that, although ‘the
report had been down early this year, a
great many membefs had not the time to
peruse it.

The house divided and the motion was
lost on a vote of 53 for to 99 against.

A number of private bills were read and
Premier Laurier said that he would take
up the mounted police resolutions on Iri-
day. The house then adjourned.

Ottawa, March 6—(Special)—The first
party division of the session took place to-
day when there was a majority of 51 for
the government. Dr. Kendall introduced
a bill regarding the Sydney Loan Company
which was read the first time.

Hon. Mr. Fielding, in reply to Mr. Bell,
(Pictou), said that the government of
Nova Scotia had urged upon the domin-
ion government, repeatedly for a refund
to the counties of Pictou, Antigonish and
Guysboro, of the amounts paid by these
counties for right of way of the Easizrn
Extension Railway.

In answer to Mr. Kemp, Hon. Mr.
Blair said that the.rates for carrying pig
iron over the Intercolonial Railway irom
Sydney to Montreal were $2.95 per ton.

Mr. Bourassa said that he had not with
him the papers on which he had justified
his statement concerning Sir Louis Davies
and the government high commission. but
he would bring them with him tomorrow
and also read a letter he had from Sir
Louis Davies.

Government Has Not Heard from Mr
Brodrick.

Mr. Monk mead a cable despatch in
which Mr. Brodrick, secretary of war,
made a statement about utilizing the
colonial forces in e war in
which the whole empire was involved and
also a despatch outlining the scheme for
an imperial army of which Canada’s con-
tribution was placed at four militia army
corps.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that the govern-
ment had no intimation whatever of the
alleged declarations said to be made by
Mr. Brodrick. The government had no
communication of any scheme of military
defence for the empire. When the words
which Mr. Brodrick used are at hand it
will be seen that Mr. Brodrick was mis-
represented. The correspondence in re-
gard to.the question of imperial defence
to be discussed at the conference next
summer, would show, when brought down,
the attitude of the government on the
matter.

Mr. McLean introduced his bill respezt-
ing telegraph and telephones and, at the
suggestion of the premier, it was sent to

the railway committee to be discnssed

along with the bill of Mr. Fitzpatrick in
reference to the same subject.

Negotiations With Germany.

Mr. Monk moved for all correspond-
ence which has passed between the Briz-
ish government and the Canadian govern-
ment relating to the new Anglo-German
treaty of commerce.

Mr. Monk proceeded to lecture the gov-
ernment on its duty to inform parliament
as to the representations made to Great
Britain after the denunciation of the Ger-
man treaty, and while the negotiations
which ended in the nmew Anglo-German
commercial agreement of 1878 were in pro-
gress. The result, he said, of Canida be-
ing shut out from. the most favored na-
tion treatment in Germany had been to
place an impediment in the way of the
export of Canadian wheat to Uermany
and generally to place this country in a
less favorable position than it occupied
up to 1898. He ended his remarks by say-
ing that the parliament of Canada would
have to fight for its liberties over again.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier twitted the member
for Jacques Cartier with uttering mock
heroics, and with being needlessly con-
cerned with the rights of parliament. As
2 matter of fact the government made
representations to Germany and were still
negotiating and, therefore, the incomplete
correspondence could not be Jaid before
parliament. He added the further inter-
esting fact that the government is nego-
tiating with Germany unofficially, so far
as it was possible to do, and pleading
Canada’s case with the Kaiser's govera-
ment.

Mr. Borden said that the premier should
remember his own threat to shoulder his
musket for constitutional liberty, and
should not therefore reproach Mr. Monk
for following his example.

Mr. Mclean (Bast York); accused the
Liberals of sacrificing Canada’s interests
in passing the preferential tariff. He was
tired of the preference; it was an unpatri-
otic preference. The way to show a pref-
erence to England was to send soldiers to
fight for her. .

The house divided on the motion for
the papers which was defeated by 56 yeas
to 107 nays—a majority of 51 for the gov-
ernment.

The premier’s resolution giving pensions
to the mounted pplice officers was adopt-
ed. Sir Wilfrid explained that 55 officers
will be affected, but that there was not
likely to be any heavy demand on the
fund for some years to come, as 50 of
these officers had less than 20 years’ ex-
perience.

The house adjourned at 5 o’clock.

Dynamite Caused Gas to Ignite|

Monday—Yesterday Twenty Men
Went to Investigate and Series
of Disasters Ensued —-Attempts
at Rescue Futile.

Monongahela, Pa., March 6.—An ex-
plosion in the Catsburg mine of the Mon-
ongahela River Consolidated Coal & Coke
Company today resulted in the death of
five men and serious injury of several
others, two fatally.

On Monday a premature explosion of
dynamite caused gas to ignite and since
that time the mine has been burning, Al
the air channels were closed and it was
hoped that the flames could be smothered.
This morning 20 men entered the mine to
investigate, It is not explained what
caused the explosion, but it is thought
that the turning of the air, which had
been shut off by the fan, caused the gas
which had accumulated to ignite. A ter-
rible explosion followed soon after the
men entered. A relief party, headed by
Supt. Seddon and Mine Inspector Loutitt,
made an effort and nearly succeeded in
reaching the imprisoned ' men but were
compelled to return for air. All were
overcome and are tonight in a serious
condition. A second relief party, headed
by John Coulter, entered the mine by
another way but a second explosion oc-
curred and they were forced to retreat. A
thind relief party made a futile attempt.
A fourth attempt will be made to reach
the bodies of the men who are believed to
have perished.

Boer Mission in United States.

Washington, March 6—The mission of
the Boer delegates to the United States
government is ended so far as officials
know.

He referred to a case
now before the divorce court in which a
vast amount of evidence had been taken
but which could not be tried by Judge
Gregory, the present divorce court judge,
because he has been counsel in the case.
He hoped that the government would urge
the dominion government to pass the
necessary legislation. The section in the
act of last year, which was now to be re-
pealed, was clearly ultra vires,

The attorney general said that he was
Ly no means certain that as a matter ot
procedure the legislature had not a right
to pass the section referred to, but to pre-
vent any difliculty they had agreed to re-
peal it. He had no doubt that what was
necessary to cure the difficulty would be
done by the minister of justice.

On motion of the provincial secretary
the consideration of the speech was post-
poned until tomorrow.

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STEAMERS COLLIDE OFF HOLYHEAD,

AND ONE OF THEM SINKS IN THE DEEP.

The Waesland, Hit By the Harmonides, Goes Down--All But

Two People Saved--Crew

Behaved Admirably--Fog

Caused the Disaster.

London,  March 6—The American line
steamer Waesland, Captain Atfeld, from
Liverpool March 5, for Philadelphia, - and
the British steamship Harmondes, Captain
Pentin, from Para Feb. 13, for Liverpool,
met in collision tonight off Holyhead,
Wales. The Waesland sank. Her passen-
gers and crew were saved.

The Harmonides rescued the passengers
and crew of the Waesland and is bring-
ing them to Liverpool.. Tugs have been

isent from Liverpool to meet the Harmon-

ides.

The Waesland carried 32 cabin and $2
gteerage passengers.

The loss of the Waesland was due to
the dense fog which enveloped the Irish
Channel during this entire day, seriously
delaying all vessels.

The Waesland  was owned by
the International Navigation Company,
but carried the Belgian flag. She plied
regularly in the American line service be-

tween Philadelphia and Liverpool touch-
ing at Queenstown each way. Formerly
she was known as the Russia.
a four-masted, barque rigged, iron vessel

She was

of 3,676 tons net. Messrs. J. & G- Thomp-
son built her at Glasgow in 1867. The
Waesland’s dimensions are: Length, 436.1
feet; breadth, 41.9 feet and depth, 29.9

feet. She is equipped with electricity and

has triple expansion engines of 3,500 indi-

cated horsepower.

The Harmonides belongs to the British
and South American Steam Navigation

Company, better known as the Houston
line, which operates a service of passenger
and cargo steamers between Liverpool and
the River Plate and other Brazilian ports. |

The line also operates a service between
New York and those ports. The Har-
monides is a steel screw steamer of 2,221
tons net, built in Newcastle, Eng., in 1891

Liverpool, March 7.—Hifty-three of the
passengers and crew -of the Waesland ar-
rived at Liverpool on board the Harmon-
ides at 3.33 this morning. They were re-
ceived by the agents of the American line
here and were quartered at various hotels.

The collision occurred in a thick fog at
11.20 o’clock Wednesday night, when the
Waesland was about 40 miles southwest
of Holyhead. The Harmonides struck the
Waesland amidships and there was a ter-
rible shock. Most of the Waesland’s pas-
sengers had retired for the night. Per-
fect order and discipline prevailed. The
crew of the steamer rapidly turned out
the passengers and succeeded in assuring
them that their lives were safe. The pas-
sengers were greatly influenced by the
coolness of the crew and obeyed instruc-
tions willingly and quickly.
