Mr. Palmer moved for correspondence
between the Government of the Domin-
ion and the Judges of the Supreme Courts
of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, and Bri-
tish Columbia, touching the inequality of
the salaries of the Judges of the same
standing in the different Provinces. In
speaking to the motion, Mr. Palmer said
all should be- equal not only before the
law but before the Departments. The
inequality of the standing of officials,
whether judicial or otherwise,in all the
Provinces had alwaysbeen. complain>d
of since' Confederation. The late Gov-
ernment had undertaken to make a dis-
crimination in the amount of salaries
paid in different Provinces, whilst the
present Government had ‘gone further
and added to the salaries of Judges and
other officials in an improper. proportion.
Was it to be suggested that the lives and
liberties of the Queen’s subjects were not
as dear in New Brunswick as in Ontario,
and were not the houor of the Bench and
Bar just as valuable in New Brunswick as
in Ontario? It might be contended that
the salaries were graded according to the
cost of living, but in disproofof this he
might instance the low salaries of the
Puisne Judges of British Colambia,where
the cost of Hving was far higher than in
the other Provinces.
