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The Honorable Mr. ' Donohoe called the attention of the House to the question
of immigration from Great Britain and Ireland to Canada, and inquired whether the
Government intend to negotiate a loan with the Imperial Government or others for

the purpose of aiding and encouraging such immigration on a larger scale than
hitherto.
