University adopts AIDS policy to
educate employees, and students.

The University of New
Brunswick has adopted a
policy on AIDS and has ap-
pointed an AIDS resource per-
son to oversee the implementa-
tion of the policy.

At its meeting on March 25,
the UNB Board of Governors
approved the policy and the
appointment of Gracie Getty,
a nursing professor, as the per-
son responsible for providing
education about AIDS to
students, facutly and staff on
the Fredericton and Saint John
campuses.

The UNB AIDS policy is as
follows:

The University of New
Brunswick recognizes that
AIDS is one of the most serious
health problems facing society
today.

Accordingly, the university,
to assist its employees and
students, will:

- provide current informa-
tion on AIDS to students and
employees;

- develop and implement
education programs for the
