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750 horsepower, from the time at whieh the peak of 800 horse~
power or more was reached,
The contract was made, as may be remembered,
in two parts. The first part was executed, and was on a
kilowatt hour basis. The second part was en a peak horse-~
power basis, and was unsigned, but the first contract
contained a provisien that by appropriate notice, the
Reduction Company could transfer itself to the operation
oF Lk shdine contract, This notice was given either
at the time or shortly after the cemmencement of the
(olivcry‘cf power, 7The second contract was on the printed
form, with certain changes and interlineations in ink,
Chief among the changes in the printed form, was
the deletieon by means of red ink, of the clause providing
for automatic inecrease of the firm power with the demand
of the consumer, It may have been thg intontion of the
parties, as shown by the deletion of this clause, that
the firm power did not automatieally increase. In ur,
Tilley's view, it is at least strongly arguable that they
did nc£ succeed in giving effect to that intentien., His
view is that any other construction than the automatie
inerease of firm power does vielence to the balance of

the contract. P
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
