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Foreign policy not declarations but actions.

Foreign policy does not consist of declara-
tions but of actions,

"A policy is not adopted at one stroke ;

it is the sum of many actions, accumulating
decisions on what often appear points of
detail, ordimary routine,. Daily and some-
times hourly new situations must be faced,
conversations held, decisions taken."
