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I have your letters of December 6th in connection 
with the logging operations of the Standard Logging Company 
on Chômaibus I.n. 15 and note that there is a stand of 
virgin timber on the south end of the reserve estimated at 

'ai11ion feet, mostly cedar. It would appear that there 
is, in addition to this stand, an unknown quantity of timber 
scattered throughout the reserve, The further we go into 
the ratter of tixie operation the more convinced I am tceb_ 
facts with respect to the quantity and quality of the timber 
were misrepresented at the time the sale was arranged and 
it is now obvious that the sale should have been advertised 
and disposed of to the hignest bidder and fch8w ground rent 
should have been charged since November, 1941, es the 
quantity logged and remaining certainly remove the esle 
from the salvage class.
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The vompany’s appllcetlon for permission to operate 
a portable sawmill on the reserve is apparently contingent 
upon receipt of assurance thet renewals would be forthcoming 
for a neriod of from five to ten years. I as not prepared 
to recommend that the Department give such assurance and 
further feel that the Company’s licence should not be renewed 
at the end of the current timber year without n revision 
in the rates of dues to bring, them into line with prevailing 
rates in the vicinity of the reserve. T may soy I have been 
In communication with the 3.C. forest Service with respect 
to stumpage and royalty rates and have ascertained that ta.e 
following prices sight be considered ss minimum rates 
acceptable for timber remaining on the Obemainus I.R. 13 
when"the Standard Logging Uomjmny’B licence expires:
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
