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They agreed that a detalled study of thxs sub]ect should be made for con51deratxon
by Commonwealth governments.

15. Whilst reaffirming the traditional practice that Commonwealth Confer-
ences do not discuss the internal affairs of member countries, Mlmsters availed
themselves of Mr. Louw’s presence in London to have informal discussions with
him about the racial situation in South Africa. During these informal discussions
Mr. Louw gave information and answered questions on the Union’s policies, and
the other Ministers conveyed to him their views on the South African problem.
The Ministers emphasised that the Commonwealth itself is a multiracial associ-
ation and expressed the need to ensure good relatlons between all member states
and peoples of the Commonwealth S .-
