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down and out. If it is Truth, the world should

know it, and we should tell it with no uncertain

sound.

So then, these two promises were made by Jesus,

as John quotes Him : first, that He would go and

prepare a place for the Home-coming of His people

;

and second, that He would send the Spirit to pre-

pare His people for their work here, and their place

there.

The third interest that Jesus will take in regard

to His people when He has gone to the Father's

House, is in relation to their prayers.
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
