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^Sweeps up and down stage with broom.

*Tkis entrance should be absolutdy noiseless.

^Lights to be raised slightly. They gradually

increase as scene proceeds, but moonlight and
fairy light, all the time.

Note.— In the open air the play may end at

the general exit after play scene. It is inadvisa-

ble to make plays longer than ninety minutes

or thereabout in the open.

In the theatre these final fairy scenes, of course,

are most beautiful.

The beautiful chorus and dance. ** Through

the house glimmering light" should be given

if possible.
