Formation and Attacks.

The lino will form in aingle rank at open distance, at full

arm's length. Nundter from right to left, the odd

numbers take two paces to the front and two paces

left, close, turn about and cover on the even num-

bers.

The attacks are made with the lunge with the right foot.

(1)—Cut one is made at the head with the left end of the

wand, the left hand sliding quickly down to the

right.

(2)—Back to the position of guard.
